The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is seeking the services described below on behalf of the Mississippi State Department of Health (MSDH). Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to General RFP #3538 for Consulting Services.  Our preliminary review of this proposal indicates that your company offers services that are appropriate to the requirements of this project.  Written responses for the requested services will be considered.

1. GENERAL LOC INSTRUCTIONS

1.1 Beginning with Item 3, label and respond to each outline point as it is labeled in the LOC.

1.2 The Vendor must respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED,” “WILL COMPLY,” or “AGREED” to each point in the LOC including the attached Professional Services Agreement, Attachment D.
1.2.1 “ACKNOWLEDGED” should be used when a Vendor response or Vendor compliance is not required.  “ACKNOWLEDGED” simply means the Vendor is confirming to the State that he read the statement.  This is commonly used in sections where the agency’s current operating environment is described or where general information is being given about the project.
1.2.2 “WILL COMPLY” or “AGREED” are used interchangeably to indicate that the Vendor will adhere to the requirement.  These terms are used to respond to statements that specify that a Vendor or Vendor’s proposed solution must comply with a specific item or must perform a certain task.

2. GENERAL OVERVIEW AND BACKGROUND

The Mississippi State Department of Health is requesting the services of a Programmer Analyst to assist in the continued development and maintenance of their systems.  The Women, Infants, and Children (WIC) Clinical System and the Mississippi WIC Inventory Tracking System (MWITS) support program operations such as certifications, nutrition assessments, nutrition education, direct food distribution and inventory tracking for the Special Supplemental Food Program for WIC.  The files on the WIC clinical system, housed at the State Data Center, contain demographic and other data on the mothers and children enrolled in WIC, and MWITS, a DOS based system, tracks the food inventory that is kept at WIC distribution centers across the state.   Nutritionists interview the mothers, and write food “prescriptions” for the families.  The food (e.g., milk, formula, cereal, and other food items) is given to the mother upon presentation of the list prescribed by the Nutritionist.

4. STATEMENTS OF UNDERSTANDING

4.1 From the issue date of this LOC until a Vendor is selected and the selection is announced, responding Vendors or their representatives may not communicate, either orally or in writing regarding this LOC with any statewide elected official, state officer or employee, member of the legislature or legislative employee except as noted herein.  To ensure equal treatment for each responding Vendor, all questions regarding this LOC must be submitted in writing to the State’s Contact Person for the selection process, and not later than the last date for accepting responding Vendor questions provided in this LOC.  All such questions will be answered officially by the State in writing.  All such questions and answers will become addenda to this LOC.  Vendors failing to comply with this requirement will be subject to disqualification.

4.1.2 Vendor may consult with State representatives as designated by the State contact person identified in 4.1.1 above in response to State-initiated inquiries.  Vendor may consult with State representatives during scheduled oral presentations and demonstrations excluding site visits.

4.2  ITS reserves the right to award this project to one (1) or more Vendors for one (1) or more individuals.
4.3 The anticipated start date is Monday, October 6, 2008.  Awarded Vendor(s) will be notified of the actual start date upon completion of the evaluation and contract negotiation process.
4.4 Effective July 1, 2008, Vendor acknowledges that if awarded, it will ensure its compliance with the Mississippi Employment Protection Act (Senate Bill 2988 from the 2008 Regular Legislative Session) and will register and participate in the status verification system for all newly hired employees. The term “employee” as used herein means any person that is hired to perform work within the State of Mississippi. As used herein, “status verification system” means the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigration Responsibility Act of 1996 that is operated by the United States Department of Homeland Security, also known as the E-Verify Program, or any other successor electronic verification system replacing the E-Verify Program. Vendor will agree to maintain records of such compliance and, upon request of the State, to provide a copy of each such verification to the State.
Vendor acknowledges and certifies that any person assigned to perform services hereunder meets the employment eligibility requirements of all immigration laws of the State of Mississippi. 


Vendor acknowledges that violating the E-Verify Program (or successor thereto) requirements subjects Vendor to the following: (a) cancellation of any state or public contract and ineligibility for any state or public contract for up to three (3) years, with notice of such cancellation being made public, or (b) the loss of any license, permit, certification or other document granted to Vendor by an agency, department or governmental entity for the right to do business in Mississippi for up to one (1) year, or (c) both.  Vendor would also be liable for any additional costs incurred by the State due to contract cancellation or loss of license or permit.
4.5 Vendor must acknowledge and agree that all Vendor proposed individual(s) assigned to this project will exercise due care with respect to the use, preservation, and safekeeping of confidential information (i.e., confidential information related to candidates and participants of WIC as well as other MSDH program recipients to include, but not limited to, HIPAA regulations) that in the course of the project work they observe or otherwise come in contact with and will exercise due care to prevent disclosure to unauthorized third parties and to prevent unauthorized use of the confidential information, as is the customary and accepted practice within the industry.
4.6 The MSDH will provide office workspace for the awarded individual(s) on-site in Jackson, Mississippi, as well as any communications and equipment needed to perform the work associated with the requirements of this LOC.

5.5 Individuals proposed must be U.S. citizens or meet and maintain employment eligibility requirements in compliance with all INS regulations. 7. PROPOSAL SUBMISSION AND EVALUATION

7.1 Vendors may propose no more than two (2) individuals to be considered separately.  

7.2 Vendor must propose a fully-loaded hourly rate, including travel, to do all work on-site at MSDH in Jackson, Mississippi.  

7.3 Vendor must commit to the proposed hourly rate for one year.  Vendors must state the maximum annual percentage increase for their hourly rate, not to exceed 5% per state fiscal year.  This price escalation cap will be incorporated into the initial contract.

7.4 An Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B) must be completed and submitted with Vendor’s response for each individual proposed.  All relevant experience must be included in the Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B).  Proposals received without Experience Questionnaires for each proposed individual will be eliminated from consideration. 

7.5 All experience listed must refer to a specification in this LOC (see 5.2, 5.3, and 5.4).  Vendors must list each specification (e.g., 5.2.1, 5.3.1, 5.3.2, 5.3.3, and 5.4.1) and the amount of experience in years and months (e.g. 5 years, 2 months) on the Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B).  Questionnaires that do not list each specification may be eliminated from further consideration.

7.6 The Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B) must show the amount of experience in years and months (e.g. 5 years, 2 months) and the applicable specification(s) met by each project.  
7.7 Individuals who do not meet the minimum requirements described in specifications 5.2 through 5.3 will be eliminated from consideration.  The experience listed on the Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B) must be verifiable via reference checks.  Experience listed that cannot be verified will not count toward the minimum requirement.

7.8 A copy of the individual(s) resume must be included.  Proposals received without resumes may be eliminated from consideration.  However, ITS will not use a resume to add experience to the Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B). 

7.9 A telephone number must be included for each individual proposed so they can be contacted for a telephone interview.  ITS will pay toll charges in the continental United States.  The Vendor must arrange a toll-free number for all other calls.  ITS will work with the Vendor to set up a date and time for the interview; however, we must be able to contact the individual directly.  Please refer to the telephone interview dates outlined in Item 3, the Procurement Project Schedule.
7.10 Individuals scoring less than 50% of telephone interview points may be eliminated from further consideration.

7.11 Proposed individuals may be required to attend an on-site interview with MSDH.  All costs associated with the on-site interview will be the responsibility of the Vendor.  Individual(s) proposed must be available for an on-site interview.  Please refer to the on-site interview dates outlined in Item 3, the Procurement Project Schedule.   
7.12 It is the State’s intention to complete this procurement per the dates listed in Item 3.  The Vendor must certify that, if awarded, the proposed candidate(s) will be available to begin work on the date listed.
7.13 Individuals scoring less than 75% of on-site interview points may be eliminated from further consideration.

7.14 Reference information must be completed and submitted with Vendor’s response for each proposed individual.  Vendor must provide at least 33 references for each proposed individual.  ITS prefers that references be from completed and/or substantially completed jobs that closely match this request.  Reference information must correlate to the information provided on the Experience Questionnaire (Attachment B).  Reference information must include, at a minimum, entity, supervisor’s name, supervisor’s telephone number, length of project, and a brief description of the project.  Inability to reach the reference will result in that reference being deemed non-responsive.

7.15 Individuals receiving negative references may be eliminated from further consideration.

7.16 A properly executed contract is a requirement of this LOC.  After an award has been made, it will be necessary for the awarded Vendor to execute a contract with ITS.  A Standard Professional Services Agreement (Attachment D) has been attached for your review.  The inclusion of this contract does not preclude ITS from, at its sole discretion, negotiating additional terms and conditions with the selected Vendor(s) specific to the projects covered by this LOC.  If Vendor can not comply with any term or condition of this Standard Contract, Vendor must list and explain each specific exception on the Proposal Exception Summary Form (Attachment C) explained in Item 9 and attached to this LOC.  If the awarded Vendor has a Master Agreement with ITS, it may not be necessary to negotiate a separate contract.

7.17 Winning Vendor must be willing to sign the attached Professional Services Agreement (Attachment D) within 15 working days of the notice of award.  If the Professional Services Agreement is not executed within the 15 working day period, ITS reserves the right to negotiate with the next lowest and best Vendor in the evaluation.

8.5 Awarded individual(s) may be required to attend regular, on-site meetings with MSDH.

8.6 The individual(s) assigned to this project will remain part of the project throughout the duration of the contract as long as the personnel are employed by the Vendor, unless replaced by the Vendor at the request of ITS.  This requirement includes the responsibility for ensuring all non-citizens maintain current INS eligibility throughout the duration of the contract.
8.7 Awarded individual(s) may be required to travel to other areas of the State as needed.  Required travel must be pre-approved by MSDH and will be conducted in a State-issued vehicle driven by a MSDH employee. In the event that a State issued vehicle is not available, the awarded individual(s) may be required to travel in their personal vehicle.  Pre-approved travel for the awarded individual(s) will be reimbursed according to the MSDH Travel Policy.

8.8 The awarded individual(s) will be required to undergo HIPAA training.

8.9 It is anticipated that during the performance of the work, the awarded individual(s) will come in contact with or observe confidential information related to candidates and participants of WIC as well as other MSDH program recipients. With respect to such confidential information and HIPAA regulations, the awarded individual(s) must exercise due care with respect to the use, preservation, and safekeeping of such confidential information and will exercise due care to prevent disclosure to unauthorized third parties and to prevent unauthorized use of the confidential information, as is the customary and accepted practice within the industry.  
8.10 The awarded individual(s) may be requested to work on various software applications within MSDH pertaining to WIC and will be expected to work in cooperation with any and all Vendors providing such software or software support and maintenance.
9. PROPOSAL EXCEPTIONS

9.2 Unless specifically disallowed on any specification herein, the Vendor may take exception to any point within this memorandum, including a specification denoted as mandatory, as long as the following are true:

9.2.1 The specification is not a matter of State law;

9.2.2 The proposal still meets the intent of the procurement;

9.2.3 A Proposal Exception Summary Form (Attachment C) is included with Vendor’s proposal; and

9.2.4 The exception is clearly explained, along with any alternative or substitution the Vendor proposes to address the intent of the specification, on the Proposal Exception Summary Form (Attachment C).

9.3 The Vendor has no liability to provide items to which an exception has been taken.  ITS has no obligation to accept any exception.  During the proposal evaluation and/or contract negotiation process, the Vendor and ITS will discuss each exception and take one of the following actions:

9.3.1 The Vendor will withdraw the exception and meet the specification in the manner prescribed;

9.3.2 ITS will determine that the exception neither poses significant risk to the project nor undermines the intent of the procurement and will accept the exception;

9.3.3 ITS and the Vendor will agree on compromise language dealing with the exception and will insert same into the contract; or,

9.3.4 None of the above actions is possible, and ITS either disqualifies the Vendor’s proposal or withdraws the award and proceeds to the next ranked Vendor.

9.4 Should ITS and the Vendor reach a successful agreement, ITS will sign adjacent to each exception which is being accepted or submit a formal written response to the Proposal Exception Summary responding to each of the Vendor’s exceptions.  The Proposal Exception Summary, with those exceptions approved by ITS, will become a part of any contract on acquisitions made under this procurement.

9.5 An exception will be accepted or rejected at the sole discretion of the State.

9.6 Prior to taking any exceptions to this procurement, ITS requests that, to the extent possible, the individual(s) preparing this proposal first confer with other individuals who have previously submitted proposals to ITS or participated in contract negotiations with ITS on behalf of their company, to ensure the Vendor is consistent in the items to which it takes exception.

Value-Add is defined as product(s) or service(s), exclusive of the stated functional and technical requirements and provided to the State at no additional charge, which, in the sole judgment of the State, provide both benefit and value to the State significant enough to distinguish the proposal and merit the award of additional points.  A Value-Add rating between 0 and 5 may be assigned based on the assessment of the selection committee.  These points will be added to the total score.

ITS and Customer are sometimes collectively referred to herein as “State”.

WHEREAS, Customer, pursuant to Letter of Configuration Number 37780 dated INSERT DATE (hereinafter referred to as “LOC”) based on General Request for Proposals (“RFP”) No. 35383538 requested proposals for the acquisition of programmer analyst services for Customer's Women, Infants, & Children's ("WIC") division

 REF Acquisition \* CHARFORMAT programmer analyst services for Customer's Women, Infants, & Children's ("WIC") division, and
WHEREAS, Contractor was the successful proposer in an open, fair and competitive procurement process to provide the services described herein;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understandings, promises and agreements set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1
PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE
1.1
Unless this Agreement is extended by mutual agreement or terminated as prescribed elsewhere herein, this Agreement shall begin on the date it is signed by all parties and shall continue in effect for one (1) year thereafter. At the end of the initial term, this Agreement may, upon the written agreement of the parties, be renewed for two (2) additional years. Sixty (60) days prior to the expiration of the initial term or any renewal term of this Agreement, Contractor shall notify Customer and ITS of the impending expiration and Customer shall have thirty (30) days in which to notify Contractor of its intention to either renew or cancel the Agreement.

This Agreement will become a binding obligation on the State only upon the issuance of a valid purchase order by the Customer following contract execution and the issuance by ITS of the CP-1 Acquisition Approval Document.

ARTICLE 2
SCOPE OF SERVICES
Contractor shall assign INSERT NAME to Customer to provide programmer anaylst services for Customer’s WIC Division as specified in the LOC and Contractor’s proposal, as accepted by Customer, in response thereto, which are both incorporated herein by reference. It is understood by the Contractor that the individual assigned to perform such services shall work under the direction of Ms. Veronica Luckett.  While Contractor’s work is to be performed primarily on-site at Customer’s offices in Jackson, Mississippi, it is understood that with the Customer’s permission certain work can be performed off-site if it can be demonstrated to the Customer’s satisfaction that the off-site work provides a savings to the Customer and that the work done off-site does not interfere with or slow the progress of the project or reduce the quality of the work.  The parties understand and agree that while the usual work hours will be 8:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. Upon the expiration of this Agreement, Contractor shall submit the final invoice with appropriate documentation to Customer for payment for the services performed during the final month of this Agreement.  The State may, at its sole discretion, require Contractor to submit invoices and supporting documentation electronically at any time during the term of this Agreement. ARTICLE 5
EMPLOYMENT STATUS
5.1
Contractor shall, during the entire term of this Agreement, be construed to be an independent contractor. Nothing in this Agreement is intended to nor shall be construed to create an employer-employee relationship, or a joint venture relationship.

5.2
Contractor represents that it is qualified to perform the duties to be performed under this Agreement and that it has, or will secure, if needed, at its own expense, applicable personnel who shall be qualified to perform the duties required under this Agreement. Such personnel shall not be deemed in any way, directly or indirectly, expressly or by implication, to be employees of Customer.

5.3
Any person assigned by Contractor to perform the services hereunder shall be the employee of Contractor, who shall have the sole right to hire and discharge its employee. Customer may, however, direct Contractor to replace any of its employees under this Agreement. If Contractor is notified within the first eight (8) hours of assignment that the person is unsatisfactory, Contractor will not charge Customer for those hours.

Contractor shall pay when due, all salaries and wages of its employees and it accepts exclusive responsibility for the payment of federal income tax, state income tax, social security, unemployment compensation and any other withholdings that may be required. Neither Contractor nor employees of Contractor are entitled to state retirement or leave benefits.

It is further understood that the consideration expressed herein constitutes full and complete compensation for all services and performances hereunder, and that any sum due and payable to Contractor shall be paid as a gross sum with no withholdings or deductions being made by Customer for any purpose from said contract sum, except as permitted herein in the article titled “Termination”.

ARTICLE 6
BEHAVIOR OF EMPLOYEES/SUBCONTRACTORS
Contractor will be responsible for the behavior of all its employees and subcontractors while on the premises of any Customer location.  Any employee or subcontractor acting in a manner determined by the administration of that location to be detrimental, abusive or offensive to any of the staff will be asked to leave the premises and may be suspended from further work on the premises. All Contractor employees and subcontractors who will be working at such locations shall be covered by Contractor’s comprehensive general liability insurance policy.

ARTICLE 7
MODIFICATION OR RENEGOTIATION
This Agreement may be modified only by written agreement signed by the parties hereto, and any attempt at oral modification shall be void and of no effect. The parties agree to renegotiate the Agreement if federal and/or state revisions of any applicable laws or regulations make changes in this Agreement necessary.

ARTICLE 8
AUTHORITY, ASSIGNMENT AND SUBCONTRACTS
8.1
In matters of proposals, negotiations, contracts, and resolution of issues and/or disputes, the parties agree that Contractor represents all contractors, third parties, and/or subcontractors Contractor has assembled for this project. The Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmless the State from and against any and all claims, demands, liabilities, suits, actions, damages, losses, costs and expenses of every kind and nature whatsoever arising as a result of Contractor’s failure to pay any and all amounts due by Contractor to any subcontractor, materialman, laborer or the like.

All subcontractors shall be bound by any negotiation, arbitration, appeal, adjudication or settlement of any dispute between the Contractor and the Customer, where such dispute affects the subcontract.

ARTICLE 9
AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS
It is expressly understood and agreed that the obligation of Customer to proceed under this Agreement is conditioned upon the appropriation of funds by the Mississippi State Legislature and the receipt of state and/or federal funds for the performances required under this Agreement.  If the funds anticipated for the fulfillment of this Agreement are not forthcoming, or are insufficient, either through the failure of the federal government to provide funds or of the State of Mississippi to appropriate funds, or if there is a discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were available to Customer for the payments or performance due under this Agreement, Customer shall have the right to immediately terminate this Agreement, without damage, penalty, cost or expense to Customer of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of termination.   Customer shall have the sole right to determine whether funds are available for the payments or performances due under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 10
TERMINATION
10.1
Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the contrary, this Agreement may be terminated, in whole or in part, as follows: (a) upon the mutual, written agreement of the parties; (b) If either party fails to comply with the terms of this Agreement, the non-defaulting party may terminate the Agreement upon the giving of thirty (30) days written notice unless the breach is cured within said thirty (30) day period; (c) Customer may terminate the Agreement in whole or in part without the assessment of any penalties upon thirty (30) days written notice to Contractor if Contractor becomes the subject of bankruptcy, reorganization, liquidation or receivership proceedings, whether voluntary or involuntary, or (d) Customer may terminate the Agreement for any reason without the assessment of any penalties after giving thirty (30) days written notice specifying the effective date thereof to Contractor. GOVERNING LAW
This Agreement shall be construed and governed in accordance with the laws of the State of Mississippi and venue for the resolution of any dispute shall be Jackson, Hinds County, Mississippi. Contractor expressly agrees that under no circumstances shall Customer be obligated to pay an attorney’s fee, prejudgment interest or the cost of legal action to Contractor. Further, nothing in this Agreement shall affect any statutory rights Customer may have that cannot be waived or limited by contract.

ARTICLE 12
WAIVER
Failure of either party hereto to insist upon strict compliance with any of the terms, covenants and conditions hereof shall not be deemed a waiver or relinquishment of any similar right or power hereunder at any subsequent time or of any other provision hereof, nor shall it be construed to be a modification of the terms of this Agreement. A waiver by the State, to be effective, must be in writing, must set out the specifics of what is being waived, and must be signed by an authorized representative of the State.

ARTICLE 13
SEVERABILITY
If any term or provision of this Agreement is prohibited by the laws of the State of Mississippi or declared invalid or void by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remainder of this Agreement shall be valid and enforceable to the fullest extent permitted by law provided that the State’s purpose for entering into this Agreement can be fully achieved by the remaining portions of the Agreement that have not been severed.
ARTICLE 14
CAPTIONS
The captions or headings in this Agreement are for convenience only, and in no way define, limit or describe the scope or intent of any provision or Article in this Agreement.

ARTICLE 15
HOLD HARMLESS
To the fullest extent allowed by law, Contractor shall indemnify, defend, save and hold harmless, protect and exonerate Customer, ITS and the State, its Board Members, officers, employees, agents and representatives from and against any and all claims, demands, liabilities, suits, actions, damages, losses, costs and expenses of every kind and nature whatsoever, including without limitation, court costs, investigative fees and expenses, attorney fees and claims for damages arising out of or caused by Contractor and/or its partners, principals, agents, employees or subcontractors in the performance of or failure to perform this Agreement.

ARTICLE 16
THIRD PARTY ACTION NOTIFICATION
Contractor shall notify Customer in writing within five (5) business days of Contractor filing bankruptcy, reorganization, liquidation or receivership proceedings or within five (5) business days of its receipt of notification of any action or suit being filed or any claim being made against Contractor or Customer by any entity that may result in litigation related in any way to this Agreement and/or which may affect the Contractor’s performance under this Agreement. Failure of the Contractor to provide such written notice to Customer shall be considered a material breach of this Agreement and the Customer may, at its sole discretion, pursue its rights as set forth in the Termination Article herein and any other rights and remedies it may have at law or in equity.
ARTICLE 17
AUTHORITY TO CONTRACT
Contractor warrants that it is a validly organized business with valid authority to enter into this Agreement; that entry into and performance under this Agreement is not restricted or prohibited by any loan, security, financing, contractual or other agreement of any kind, and notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the contrary, that there are no existing legal proceedings, or prospective legal proceedings, either voluntary or otherwise, which may adversely affect its ability to perform its obligations under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 18
NOTICE
Any notice required or permitted to be given under this Agreement shall be in writing and personally delivered or sent by facsimile provided that the original of such notice is sent by certified United States mail, postage prepaid, return receipt requested, or overnight courier with signed receipt, to the party to whom the notice should be given at their business address listed herein. RECORD RETENTION AND ACCESS TO RECORDS
Contractor shall establish and maintain financial records, supporting documents, statistical records and such other records as may be necessary to reflect its performance of the provisions of this Agreement. The Customer, ITS, any state or federal agency authorized to audit Customer, and/or any of their duly authorized representatives, shall have unimpeded, prompt access to this Agreement and to any of the Contractor’s proposals, books, documents, papers and/or records that are pertinent to this Agreement to make audits, copies, examinations, excerpts and transcriptions at the State’s or Contractor’s office as applicable where such records are kept during normal business hours. All records relating to this Agreement shall be retained by the Contractor for three (3) years from the date of receipt of final payment under this Agreement. Contractor shall treat all Customer data and information to which it has access by its performance under this Agreement as confidential and shall not disclose such data or information to a third party without specific written consent of Customer. In the event that Contractor receives notice that a third party requests divulgence of confidential or otherwise protected information and/or has served upon it a subpoena or other validly issued administrative or judicial process ordering divulgence of such information, Contractor shall promptly inform Customer and thereafter respond in conformity with such subpoena to the extent mandated by state and/or federal laws, rules and regulations. This Article shall survive the termination or completion of this Agreement and shall continue in full force and effect and shall be binding upon the Contractor and its agents, employees, successors, assigns, subcontractors or any party or entity claiming an interest in this Agreement on behalf of, or under the rights of the Contractor following any termination or completion of this Agreement.

All data, electronic or otherwise, collected by Contractor and all documents, notes, programs, data bases (and all applications thereof), files, reports, studies, and/or other material collected and prepared by Contractor in connection with this Agreement, whether completed or in progress, shall be the property of Customer upon completion of this Agreement or upon termination of this Agreement. Customer hereby reserves all rights to the databases and all applications thereof and to any and all information and/or materials prepared in connection with this Agreement. Contractor is prohibited from use of the above described information and/or materials without the express written approval of Customer.

ARTICLE 28
NON-SOLICITATION OF EMPLOYEES

Articles 4, 11, 15, 19, 24, 25, 27, 28, and all other articles which, by their express terms so survive or which should so reasonably survive, shall survive any termination or expiration of this Agreement.

ARTICLE 32
DEBARMENT AND SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION
Contractor certifies that neither it nor its principals: (a) are presently debarred, suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible or voluntarily excluded from covered transactions by any federal department or agency; (b) have, within a three (3) year period preceding this Agreement, been convicted of or had a civil judgment rendered against them for commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain or performing a public (federal, state or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of federal or state anti-trust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements or receiving stolen property; (c) are presently indicted of or otherwise criminally or civilly charged by a governmental entity with the commission of fraud or a criminal offense in connection with obtaining, attempting to obtain or performing a public (federal, state or local) transaction or contract under a public transaction; violation of federal or state anti-trust statutes or commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements or receiving stolen property, and (d) have, within a three (3) year period preceding this Agreement, had one or more public transaction (federal, state or local) terminated for cause or default.

ARTICLE 33
SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS
It is understood and agreed by the parties to this Agreement that there are no special terms and conditions.

ARTICLE 34
NETWORK SECURITY

Contractor and Customer understand and agree that the State of Mississippi’s Enterprise Security Policy mandates that all remote access to and/or from the State network must be accomplished via a Virtual Private Network (VPN).  If remote access is required at any time during the life of this Agreement, Contractor and Customer agree to implement/maintain a VPN for this connectivity.  This required VPN must be IPSec-capable (ESP tunnel mode) and will terminate on a Cisco VPN-capable device (i.e. VPN concentrator, PIX firewall, etc.) on the State’s premises.  Contractor agrees that it must, at its expense, implement/maintain a compatible hardware/software solution to terminate the specified VPN on the Contractor’s premises. The parties further understand and agree that the State protocol standard and architecture are based on industry-standard security protocols and manufacturer engaged at the time of contract execution. The State reserves the right to introduce a new protocol and architecture standard and require the Contractor to comply with same, in the event the industry introduces a more secure, robust protocol to replace IPSec/ESP and/or there is a change in the manufacturer engaged.
ARTICLE 35
STATUTORY AUTHORITY
By virtue of Section 25-53-21 of the Mississippi Code Annotated, as amended, the executive director of ITS is the purchasing and contracting agent for the State of Mississippi in the negotiation and execution of all contracts for the acquisition of information technology equipment, software and services. The parties understand and agree that ITS as contracting agent is not responsible or liable for the performance or non-performance of any of Customer’s or Contractor’s contractual obligations, financial or otherwise, contained within this Agreement.
ARTICLE 36
MISSISSIPPI EMPLOYMENT PROTECTION
Contractor represents and warrants that it will ensure its compliance with the Mississippi Employment Protection Act (Senate Bill 2988 from the 2008 Regular Legislative Session) and will register and participate in the status verification system for all newly hired employees. The term “employee” as used herein means any person that is hired to perform work within the State of Mississippi. As used herein, “status verification system” means the Illegal Immigration Reform and Immigration Responsibility Act of 1996 that is operated by the United States Department of Homeland Security, also known as the E-Verify Program, or any other successor electronic verification system replacing the E-Verify Program. Contractor agrees to maintain records of such compliance and, upon request of the State, to provide a copy of each such verification to the State. Contractor further represents and warrants that any person assigned to perform services hereunder meets the employment eligibility requirements of all immigration laws of the State of Mississippi. Contractor understands and agrees that any breach of these warranties may subject Contractor to the following: (a) termination of this Agreement and ineligibility for any state or public contract in Mississippi for up to three (3) years, with notice of such cancellation/termination being made public, or (b) the loss of any license, permit, certification or other document granted to Contractor by an agency, department or governmental entity for the right to do business in Mississippi for up to one (1) year, or (c) both. In the event of such termination/cancellation, Contractor would also be liable for any additional costs incurred by the State due to contract cancellation or loss of license or permit.
ARTICLE 37
PERSONNEL ASSIGNMENT GUARANTEE
Contractor guarantees that the personnel assigned to this project will remain a part of the project throughout the duration of the Agreement as long as the personnel are employed by the Contractor and are not replaced by Contractor pursuant to the third paragraph of the Article herein titled “Employment Status”. Contractor further agrees that the assigned personnel will function in the capacity for which their services were acquired throughout the life of the Agreement, and any failure by Contractor to so provide these persons shall entitle the State to terminate this Agreement for cause. Contractor agrees to pay the Customer fifty percent (50%) of the total contract amount if any of the assigned personnel is removed from the project prior to the ending date of the contract for reasons other than departure from Contractor’s employment or replacement by Contractor pursuant to the third paragraph of the Article herein titled “Employment Status”.  Subject to the State’s written approval, the Contractor may substitute qualified persons in the event of the separation of the incumbents therein from employment with Contractor or for other compelling reasons that are acceptable to the State, and may assign additional staff to provide technical support to Customer. The replacement personnel shall have equal or greater ability, experience and qualifications than the departing personnel, and shall be subject to the prior written approval of the Customer. The Contractor shall not permanently divert any staff member from meeting work schedules developed and approved under this Agreement unless approved in writing by the Customer. In the event of Contractor personnel loss or redirection, the services performed by the Contractor shall be uninterrupted and the Contractor shall report in required status reports its efforts and progress in finding replacements and the effect of the absence of those personnel.

For the faithful performance of the terms of this Agreement, the parties hereto have caused this Agreement to be executed by their undersigned authorized representatives.
