The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is requesting communications cabling for a fiber and copper campus backbone for Mississippi Department of Human Services (MDHS) to be installed at the Columbia Training School located at 1730 Highway 44 in Columbia, Mississippi.  Vendor must begin the installation of components no later than July 15, 2005, and complete the installation before November 30, 2005.

ITS is procuring the equipment and services described below.  Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to RFP #3414 for Inside/Outside Cabling.  Therefore, we are requesting your configuration assistance for the components described below.  Please submit a written response for the requested equipment and/or services.

Vendors must be aware that the specifications detailed below are minimum requirements.  Should a vendor choose to propose materials and/or services that exceed the requirements, it is the vendor’s responsibility to specify in what manner the proposed materials and/or services exceed the requirements. 

I. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS
1. Vendor must install all equipment and components.  Vendor must ensure that the proposed equipment is fully operational and performs properly and is compliant with TIA/EIA standards.

2. Vendor will be responsible for all necessary permits including city, county, state and federal permits and regulations prior to beginning work.

3. Vendor will be required to follow all SAFETY GUIDELINES as instituted by OSHA.  Any individual member of the selected Vendors project team that violates these guidelines will be instructed to leave the project site immediately.

4. Vendor is required to propose new materials.

5. Vendor must properly seal all applicable service entrances.

6. Vendor must provide four (4) copies of construction drawings to ITS prior to beginning installation.

7. Vendor must provide and install pull string for all innerduct not including cable.

8. Vendor must provide a securable/locking top to every handhole (HH) installed.

9. Vendor must provide a service loop secured to a side in every HH/manhole (MH) to avoid accidental damage such as being stepped on or items being dropped on the cable in the bottom of a HH/MH.

10. Vendor shall be responsible for replacing, repairing, or bringing back to at least original condition any damage to floors, ceiling, walls, furniture, ground, pavement, sidewalks, etc., caused by its personnel and operations, subject to final approval by ITS and MDHS/Columbia Training School.

11. All drops are to be tested to EIA/TIA specifications or better and must support numerous network applications including SONET, Gigabit Ethernet and ESCON.  A copy of the results must be provided to ITS and MDHS/Division of Youth Services in writing.
12. This project must provide a fiber loop to support the data communications for the Columbia Training School campus and a copper backbone using a star topology for later voice applications. 

13. All fiber must be terminated using ST connectors. 

14. Vendor must provide and install a HH approximately every 1,000 feet or as the design requires throughout the conduit route.

15. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 96 strands of MM fiber, 48 strands of SM fiber and 600 pair of copper from the MDF in the Administration Building (Building 3) to a vendor supplied HH outside the building as detailed on the attached drawing.

16. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 96 strands of MM fiber, 48 strands of SM fiber and 400 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Administration Building (Building 3) to a vendor supplied HH to be installed outside the Recreation Building (Building 32) as detailed on the attached drawing.

17. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 96 strands of MM fiber, 48 strands of SM fiber and 100 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Recreation Building (Building 32) to a vendor supplied HH to be installed outside the School/Cafeteria Building (Building 47) as detailed on the attached drawing.

18. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 96 strands of MM fiber, 48 strands of SM fiber and 100 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Administration Building (Building 3) to a vendor supplied HH to be installed outside McGehee Cottage (Building 37) as detailed on the attached drawing.  

19. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 96 strands of MM fiber, 48 strands of SM fiber and 50 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside McGehee Cottage (Building 37) to a vendor supplied HH to be installed outside the School/Cafeteria Building (Building 47) as detailed on the attached drawing.  

20. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 25 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Administration Building (Building 3) to the IDF in the Guard House (Building 1) as detailed on the attached drawing.

21. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 25 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Administration Building (Building 3) to the IDF in the Counseling Building (Building 4) as detailed on the attached drawing. 

22. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 50 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Administration Building (Building 3) to the IDF in the Clinic Building (Building 36) as detailed on the attached drawing.

23. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 25 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside McGehee Cottage (Building 37) to the IDF in McGehee Cottage (Building 37) as detailed on the attached drawing.

24. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 25 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside McGehee Cottage (Building 37) to the IDF in Cleveland Cottage (Building 38) as detailed on the attached drawing.

25. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 96 strands of MM fiber, 48 strands of SM fiber and 100 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the School/Cafeteria Building (Building 47) to the IDF in the School/Cafeteria Building (Building 47) as detailed on the attached drawing.

26. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 25 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Recreation Building (Building 32) to the IDF in the Recreation Building (Building 32) as detailed on the attached drawing.

27. Vendor must provide and install two (2) 4” conduits with innerduct, 24 strands of MM fiber, 12 strands of SM fiber and 25 pair of copper from the vendor supplied HH outside the Recreation Building (Building 32) to the IDF in the Chapel (Building 34) as detailed on the attached drawing.

28. Vendor will invoice the Bureau of Buildings with GS # 311-096 for all cost associated with this project.  This GS # must be used on all correspondence and invoices to the Bureau of Buildings.  All invoices must be sent to ITS for processing.

1. 96 strands of MM fiber (62.5/125(m) (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

2. 24 strands of MM fiber (62.5/125(m) (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

3. 48 strands of SM fiber (62.5/125(m) (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

4. 12 strands of SM fiber (62.5/125(m) (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

5. 600 pair copper cable (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

6. 400 pair copper cable (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

7. 100 pair copper cable (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

8. 50 pair copper cable (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

9. 25 pair copper cable (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

10. 4” conduit (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

11. 1¼” innerduct  (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

12. 36’ x 60’ x 19.5’ HH with a secure/locking top (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

13. Rack mounted LIU (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

14. Open 19” by 7’ rack (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

15. 110 blocks (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

III. WARRANTY

Vendor must state the length of warranty for proposed installation.  At a minimum, Vendor must provide a twelve (12) month on-site system warranty covering all materials and labor to correct any defect in the cable system, and installation shall be part of the proposal.  Warranty will begin upon acceptance of the installed system.

IV. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
1. There will be a mandatory ITS conducted walk-through on Friday, February 11, 2005, at 10:00 a.m.  Vendors should contact Jeff Jennings with ITS at (601) 359-2381 for directions.  Only vendors who attend the mandatory walk-through can respond to this Letter of Configuration.

2. Detailed drawings are attached for reference.  A paper copy will be available at the site visit.

3. All clarifications or questions must be submitted in writing to Jeff Jennings before leaving the ITS conducted walk-through.  Due to project constraints, ITS will provide a memorandum detailing the clarifications or questions received at the walk-through to all participating vendors by 5:00 p.m. on Monday, February 14, 2005.

4. This project will be submitted to a federal program administered by the Schools and Libraries Division (SLD) where schools and libraries can qualify for discounts on a wide variety of networking products, telecommunications services and Internet access.  Reimbursable products include cabling products and installation.  Vendors must provide an E-Rate Service Provider Identification Number (“Spin”) to participate in this project.
5. If any component(s) necessary for operation of the requested system is omitted from vendor’s proposal, vendor must be willing to provide the component(s) at no additional cost.  This includes, but is not limited to, all cabling, connectors, raceway, etc. necessary to render the configuration fully operational.

6. Prices submitted should be equal to or less than those in the vendor’s proposal for Tier 1 to RFP #3414 on file at ITS.

7. If vendor proposes more than one alternative, the vendor is responsible for identifying which alternative he/she believes is the best fit to meet the requirements.  A vendor may propose no more than two alternatives.

8. Vendor responses to this Letter of Configuration will be evaluated.  Factors considered in the evaluation process may include, but are not limited to: cost, Vendor’s past performance on contracts, Vendor’s ability to provide service, maintenance, Vendor quality/strength/location, project requirements specified in the LOC such as acquisition arrangement, completion schedule, and benefits arising from packaging the acquisition so that it is provided by a single source.

9. Please be aware that this procurement is a component of a construction or renovation project being managed by the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Building, Grounds and Real Property Management.  The estimated completion date provided herein is a good-faith estimate based on the current project schedule.  Construction delays may occur due to unforeseen circumstances outside of ITS’ and the awarded Vendor’s control that prevent the Vendor from completing some or all of the obligations for this award by the projected completion date.  Some of these delays can be very lengthy.  Do not respond to this solicitation unless you have factored this possibility into your response.
10. While the Vendor will not be held responsible for delays outside its control, this award is for a turnkey solution, and payment for the products and services being acquired herein will be made upon completion and acceptance of the entire solution by the State.  Should construction delays become so extensive that the delayed payment for installed equipment and services rendered becomes an extreme financial burden to the Vendor, ITS will work with the Vendor for an equitable resolution regarding partial payment.  Should partial payment be deemed necessary, the State will require a holdback of some portion of the actual cost to ensure final completion of the project.  The State is never, in any circumstances, able to pay for equipment or services that have not yet been received.

11. Winning vendor must be willing to sign the attached Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement within fifteen (15) working days of the notice of award.  If the Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement is not executed within the 15 working day period, ITS reserves the right to negotiate with the next lowest and best vendor in the evaluation.

12. The winning Vendor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a payment bond to secure the prompt payment of all persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of work under the Agreement, in the amount of the winning vendor’s complete proposed cost.  The bond shall be made by a surety company, which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi, and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties.  The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document identifying the name and address of the person or entity holding the payment bond, and identifying a contact person to be notified in the event action against the bond is necessary.  The term of the payment bond shall be concurrent with the term of the Agreement and shall not be released to Vendor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by ITS, and all persons supplying labor or materials in the performance of work under the Agreement have been paid in full by the Vendor. The payment bond shall be procured at Vendor’s expense and be payable to ITS. Prior to approval of the payment bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Vendor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The premiums required to provide this bond shall be paid by Vendor. The bond must specifically refer to the Agreement and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement.

13. The winning Vendor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a performance bond in the amount of the winning vendor’s complete proposed cost.  The bond shall be made by a surety company, which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi, and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties.  The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document evidencing that the person executing the bond is a licensed Mississippi agent for the bonding company. This certified document shall identify the name and address of the person or entity holding the performance bond, and shall identify a contact person to be notified in the event the State is required to take action against the bond. The term of the performance bond shall be concurrent with the term of the Agreement completed after award and shall not be released to Vendor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by ITS. The performance bond shall be procured at Vendor’s expense and be payable to the State of Mississippi. Prior to approval of the performance bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Vendor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The awarded Vendor shall pay the premiums on such bond. The bond must specifically refer to this Project and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement completed after award. If the Agreement is terminated due to the Vendor’s failure to comply with the terms thereof, ITS may claim against the performance bond.

This document shall serve as a Supplement to the original Master Cabling Agreement executed on INSERT DATE OF EXECUTION, between INSERT VENDOR, a INSERT STATE corporation having its principal place of business at INSERT VENDOR ADDRESS (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”) and Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services having its principal place of business at 301 North Lamar Street, Suite 508, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 (hereinafter referred to as “ITS”), as contracting agent for the agencies and institutions of the State of Mississippi. It is understood that ITS is executing this Supplement on behalf of the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Building, located at 501 North West Street, Suite 1401-B, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 (hereinafter referred to as “BOB”), on behalf of the Mississippi Department of Human Services located at 750 North State Street, Jackson, Mississippi 39202 (hereinafter referred to as “Customer”). ITS, BOB, and Customer are sometimes collectively referred to as “State.” 

WHEREAS, ITS, pursuant to Request for Proposals (“RFP”) Number 3414 requested proposals for the acquisition of a master contract containing the terms and conditions which will govern any orders placed by state agencies and institutions for inside/outside communications cabling; 

WHEREAS, the Contractor was a successful respondent to RFP No 3414; 

WHEREAS, ITS subsequently issued Letter of Configuration Number 35014 dated February 7, 2005, (hereinafter referred to as “LOC”) requesting proposals for a specific inside/outside cabling project on behalf of ITS; and 

WHEREAS, Contractor was the successful proposer in an open, fair and competitive procurement process;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understandings, promises, consideration and agreements set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1)
This Supplement will become effective on the date it is signed by all parties and will continue in effect until all tasks required herein have been completed. Contractor agrees to complete all tasks required under this Supplement and the LOC, with the exception of warranty service and post warranty maintenance, on or before October 31, 2005, or within such other period as may be agreed to by the parties.
2)
Contractor agrees to provide Customer and Customer agrees to buy as needed the items listed in the attached “Exhibit A,” which is incorporated herein and at the purchase price set forth therein, but in no event will the total compensation to be paid hereunder exceed the specified sum of INSERT TOTAL COST unless prior written authorization from ITS has been obtained. The parties understand and agree that this acquisition is subject to and controlled by the terms and conditions set forth in the Master Cabling Agreement. 

3)
It is agreed by the parties hereto that time is of the essence, and that in the event of a delay in the delivery and installation deadlines or delay in the satisfactory completion and acceptance of this project, damage shall be sustained by Customer. In the event of a delay as described herein, Contractor shall pay Customer, within five (5) calendar days from the date of receipt of notice, fixed and liquidated damages of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per day for each calendar day of delay caused by Contractor. Customer may offset amounts due it as liquidated damages against any monies due Contractor under this Supplement. Customer will notify Contractor in writing of any claim for liquidated damages pursuant hereto on or before the date Customer deducts such sums from money payable to Contractor. Any liquidated damages assessed are in addition to and not in limitation of any other rights or remedies of Customer.

4)
Contractor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a performance bond in the amount of $INSERT TOTAL AMOUNT OF PROJECT. The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document evidencing that the person executing the bond is a licensed Mississippi agent for the bonding company. This certified document shall identify the name and address of the person or entity holding the performance bond, and shall identify a contact person to be notified in the event the State is required to take action against the bond. The term of the performance bond shall be concurrent with the term of this Supplement and shall not be released to Contractor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by Customer. The performance bond shall be procured at Contractor’s expense and be payable to Customer. Prior to approval of the performance bond, the Customer reserves the right to review the bond and require Contractor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The Contractor shall pay the premiums on such bond. The bond must specifically refer to this Project and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of this Supplement. If this Supplement is terminated due to the Contractor’s failure to comply with the terms thereof, the Customer may claim against the performance bond.

As a condition precedent to the formation of the agreement between Contractor and Customer, the Contractor shall provide a payment bond as herein described. To secure the prompt payment of all persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of work under this Supplement, the Contractor shall procure, submit to the State with this executed Supplement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of its work under the LOC, a payment bond in the amount of $INSERT TOTAL AMOUNT OF PROJECT. The bond shall be made by a surety company which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties. The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document identifying the name and address of the person or entity holding the payment bond, and identifying a contact person to be notified in the event action against the bond is necessary. The term of the payment bond shall be concurrent with the term of this Supplement and shall not be released to Contractor until all services required under same have been completed and accepted by Customer, and all persons supplying labor or materials in the performance of work under this Supplement have been paid in full by the Contractor. The payment bond shall be procured at Contractor’s expense and be payable to the State of Mississippi. Prior to approval of the payment bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Contractor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The premiums on such bond shall be paid by Contractor. The bond must specifically refer to the LOC and Supplement and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of same and of the Master Cabling Agreement.

Construction delays may occur due to unforeseen circumstances outside of the State’s control that prevent the Contractor from completing some or all of the obligations for this award by the projected completion date.

7) While the Contractor will not be held responsible for delays outside its control, this award is for a turnkey solution, and payment for the products and services being acquired herein will be made upon completion and acceptance of the entire solution by the State.  Should construction delays become so extensive that the delayed payment for installed equipment and services rendered becomes an extreme financial burden to the Contractor, ITS will work with the Contractor for an equitable resolution regarding partial payment. Should partial payment be deemed necessary, the State will require a holdback of some portion of the actual cost to ensure final completion of the project.  The State is never, under any circumstances, able to pay for equipment or services that have not yet been received.  

8) This Supplement will become a binding obligation on the State upon the approval of the project by BOB and the issuance by ITS of the CP-1 Acquisition Approval Document.

Customer shall have ten (10) working days to review and accept the work done and to either notify Contractor of acceptance or to provide Contractor a detailed list of deficiencies that must be remedied prior to payment being made. In the event the Customer notifies the Contractor of deficiencies, the Contractor shall correct such deficiencies within ten (10) working days unless the Customer consents in writing to a longer period of time.

Once the Products have been accepted by Customer, as prescribed herein, the Contractor will invoice the Customer for the invoice amount of that payment as indicated in the attached Exhibit A. Contractor shall certify that the billing is true and correct. BOB agrees to pay Contractor in accordance with Mississippi law on “Timely Payments for Purchases by Public Bodies,” Sections 31-7-301, et seq. of the 1972 Mississippi Code Annotated, as amended, which generally provides for payment of undisputed amounts by the State within forty-five (45) days of receipt of the invoice. Contractor understands and agrees that Customer is exempt from the payment of taxes. All payments shall be in United States currency. No payment, including final payment, shall be construed as acceptance of defective products or incomplete work, and the Contractor shall remain responsible and liable for full performance in strict compliance with the contract documents specified in the article titled “Entire Agreement” in the Master Cabling Agreement.

Acceptance by the Contractor of the last payment from BOB shall operate as a release of all claims against the State by the Contractor and any subcontractors or other persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of any work under this Supplement.

It is expressly understood and agreed that the obligation of Customer to proceed under this Supplement is conditioned upon the availability of monies in the applicable State Agencies Capital Improvements Fund, as provided for by the Mississippi State Legislature via the sale of state general obligation bonds for the cost of this capital improvement.  If the funds anticipated for the fulfillment of this Supplement are not forthcoming, or are insufficient, or if there is a discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were available to Customer for the payments or performance due under this Supplement, Customer shall have the right to immediately terminate this Supplement, without damage, penalty, cost or expense to Customer of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of termination. Customer shall have the sole right to determine whether funds are available for the payments or performances due under this Supplement.

All other provisions in the underlying Master Cabling Agreement shall remain unchanged.
