The following questions were submitted to ITS and are being presented as they were submitted, except to remove any reference to a specific vendor.  This information should assist you in formulating your response.

Question 1:
Please clarify item 5.8.2 on Page 5 of 17 referring to 48SM fiber.
Response:
Item 5.8.2 should be corrected to read “48 strands of MM fiber (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost”
Question 2:
Item 5.4.2 requests pricing be provided for innerduct and cabling for a future building at Hopewell Elementary.  Can you provide a measurement for the innerduct and cable from some known point on campus?

Response:
No.  It is the responsibility of the proposing vendor to obtain measurements to the areas identified during the Vendor site-visit on January 5, 2007.  Vendors may contact Marcus Burge to walk back through the campus and obtain a measurement at his convenience.

Question 3:
Item 5.5.1 requests pricing be provided for innerduct and cabling for a future building at Mt. Olive Attendance Center.  Can you provide a measurement for the innerduct and cable from some known point on campus?

Response:
Please see response to Question 2 above.

Question 4:
The LOC lists all requirements for cabling/fiber to be buried.  Would there be an exception to go above ground where practical?

Response:
No.  Vendors will be responsible for providing and installing an underground duct system to accommodate the listed series of specifications within the LOC and allow for future growth within the unused innerducts to be installed.  Vendors will not be able to attach ducts, cables or other items to awnings, poles, or other fixed structures for placement of cable unless this is used as a cosmetically appealing way approved by CCSD and ITS to reach the underground duct system.
Question 5:
Please also confirm that everyone will be quoting pathways to the new buildings proposed that do not exist at this point.

Response:
Yes.  Vendors are responsible for the items identified within the LOC.  Vendors will not be responsible for any future buildings not listed within the LOC.
