A mandatory site visit will be conducted for the Covington County School District on Friday, January 5, 2006, at 9:00 a.m. for the purpose of discussing wiring requirements for the installation of campus backbone cabling.  We will meet in the Career Center located on the Mount Olive Attendance Center School campus at 301 South 4th Street, Mount Olive, Mississippi.  Please contact Jeff Jennings with ITS at (601) 359-2381 for directions.  

A series of drawings will be provided at the site visit and vendors will receive a Letter of Configuration (LOC) after the site visit in order to submit proposals for the installation of cabling based on the specifications summarized below.  The anticipated release date of this LOC is Friday, January 12, 2007.

Summary of Work:

1. Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF at Collins High School to each campus manhole(MH)/handhole(HH) to be provided by vendor, and three (3) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MH/HH to each of the five (5) buildings on campus.

2. Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF at Collins Elementary School to each campus MH/HH to be provided by vendor, and three (3) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MH/HH to each of the five (5) buildings on campus.
3. Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF at Collins Middle School to each campus MH/HH to be provided by vendor, and three (3) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MH/HH to each of the six (6) buildings on campus.

4. Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF at Hopewell Elementary School to each campus MH/HH to be provided by vendor, and three (3) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MH/HH to two (2) existing buildings on campus.

4.1 Vendor must also connect one (1) current building to the vendor supplied campus backbone duct system that currently has two (2) 4” incoming conduits on the Hopewell Elementary campus.  This must include the installation of three (3) 1¼” innerducts for each 4” conduit.
4.2 Vendor must also connect one (1) future building to the vendor supplied campus backbone duct system that will have two (2) 4” incoming conduits on the Hopewell Elementary campus.  This must include the installation of three (3) 1¼” innerducts for each 4” conduit.
5. Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF at Mount Olive Attendance Center to each campus MH/HH to be provided by vendor, and three (3) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MH/HH to six (6) existing buildings on campus.
5.1 Vendor must also connect one (1) future building to the vendor supplied campus backbone duct system that will have one (1) 4” incoming conduit on the Mount Olive Attendance Center campus.  This must include the installation of three (3) 1¼” innerducts.
6. Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF at Seminary Attendance Center to each campus MH/HH to be provided by vendor, and three (3) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MH/HH to nine (9) existing buildings on campus.

7. Vendor must provide and install 6 strands of MM fiber and one 6-pair direct buried approved copper cable from each campus MDF to each ancillary building listed above for each campus.
This is the only notification you will receive.  Vendors not present for this mandatory site visit will not be eligible to respond to the Letter of Configuration.
