EQUIPMENT WARRANTY

3.1 Vendor must state the warranty period for each item proposed, during which time maintenance need not be paid.  Warranty must cover, at a minimum, onsite, next business day, prime-shift hours (8 AM to 5 PM, Monday through Friday).

3.2 Vendor must provide pricing in the attached Cost Information Summary Form for three (3) years of onsite, 24x7x4, maintenance for the proposed equipment.  This pricing would be three (3) years from the date of purchase and must take into account the warranty period described above in Section 3.1.

3.3 Vendor must specify the annual maintenance increase ceiling offered by his/her company on the proposed products.  Vendor must state his/her policy regarding increasing maintenance charges.  Maintenance charges must not increase beyond 7% per year.

ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

4.1 Vendor must specify the delivery interval proposed by his/her company.

4.2 Vendor must specify the discounted price for each item.  Freight is FOB destination.  All required costs, including freight and insurance, as necessary, must be specified.
4.3 Vendor must provide pricing for shipping/delivery for all items listed in Section 2 of this LOC.
4.4 Vendor must be a certified IBM reseller and must provide documentation proving such.
4.5 If any component necessary for operation of the requested systems is omitted from vendor’s proposal, vendor must be willing to provide that component at no additional cost.  This includes, but is not limited to, all connectors and interfaces to render the configuration fully operational.
4.6 In order to meet the needs of ITS – DSD for this project, if the vendor feels there is hardware and/or software missing from the Technical Specifications (Section 2 above), the vendor must state what those items are, provide pricing in the CP-6 form attached, and provide a detailed description of why these items are needed. 
4.7 Vendor must provide all technical specifications and manuals (documentation) at the point of sale.
4.8 If vendor proposes more than one alternative, (no more than two) vendor is responsible for identifying which alternative he/she believes is the best fit to meet the requirements.
