The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is requesting communications cabling for South Callaway Hall and Martin Hall on the Mississippi University for Women (MUW) campus located in Columbus, Mississippi.  Vendor must coordinate each installation component with the applicable general contractor for that project with all installation components to be started by February 15, 2005, and completed before March 31, 2005.

ITS is procuring the equipment and services described below.  Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to RFP #3360 and/or 3414 for Inside/Outside Cabling.  Therefore, we are requesting your configuration assistance for the components described below.  Please submit a written response for the requested equipment and/or services.

Vendors must be aware that the specifications detailed below are minimum requirements.  Should a vendor choose to propose materials and/or services that exceed the requirements, it is the vendor’s responsibility to specify in what manner the proposed materials and/or services exceed the requirements. 

I. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS
1. Vendor must install all equipment and components.  Vendor must ensure that the proposed equipment is fully operational and performs properly and is compliant with TIA/EIA standards.

2. The Vendor agrees to comply with all city, county, state, and federal codes, rules, NEC and RUS codes, regulations, and/or agencies, regarding the installation of the system.

3. All hardware shall be installed and working per manufacturer specifications.

4. Vendor will be responsible for all necessary permits including city, county, state and federal permits and regulations prior to beginning work.

5. Vendor will be required to follow all SAFETY GUIDELINES as instituted by the General Contractors and OSHA.  Any individual member of the selected Vendor’s project team that violates these guidelines will be instructed to leave the project site immediately.

6. Vendor must coordinate and work closely with the architectural firms, building contractors, electricians, furniture installers, and network installers.
7. Vendor must participate in monthly General Contractors’ meetings for each project to provide and receive information regarding requirements and project timelines.  A Bureau of Building Representative should be present at these meetings.
8. Vendor is required to propose new materials.

9. Vendor must properly seal all applicable service entrances.

10. Vendor shall be responsible for replacing, repairing, or bringing back to at least original condition any damage to floors, ceiling, walls, furniture, ground, pavement, sidewalks, etc., caused by its personnel and operations, subject to final approval by ITS.

11. All inside cable drops will be pulled through existing conduit with an existing pull string provided by the general contractor.

12. Sleeves/entrances will be provided into all Telecommunication Rooms (TR) and between floors by the general contractor for all horizontal and riser cabling.

13. Vendor must label each termination and the labeling schemes must be acceptable to MUW.  A complete wiring diagram with this labeling scheme must be provided to ITS and the MUW.  Each jack must be labeled as voice or data.

14. All data drops are to be tested to EIA/TIA CAT6 specifications or better.  A copy of the results must be provided to ITS and MUW in writing.

15. All inside drops must be terminated with 568B connections.

16. All fiber must be terminated using ST connectors.

17. Vendor must comply with standards and codes regarding plenum spaces when routing cable through plenum environments.

18. Vendor must provide separate pricing for South Callaway Hall (GS # 104-147) and Martin Hall (GS # 104-150).

II. ESTIMATE 1: SOUTH CALLAWAY HALL REQUIREMENTS (GS# 104-147)

1. Vendor must provide and install 12 strands of MM fiber and 6 strands of SM fiber from the MDF at Welty Hall to the MDF in South Callaway Hall. (Room 303) on the 3rd Floor.  This will be a new fiber run that will exit Welty Hall through existing conduit and innerduct to an adjacent tunnel.  The cable must run through the tunnel to the west side on South Callaway Hall.  Vendor then must run the fiber through an existing 4” conduit, with a pull-string, into South Callaway Hall underneath the west stairwell.  The General Contractor will be providing a 45º elbow to this conduit to redirect the conduit and cable to the basement area between Callaway Hall and South Callaway Hall.  Vendor must continue the fiber though a vendor supplied innerduct back into the Telecommunications Room in the Basement and continue to the MDF (Room 303).

2. Vendor must provide and install forty-one (41) ±10 dual non-plenum drops consisting of one (1) CAT6 drops for voice and one (1) CAT6 drop for data on the 2nd floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels and all voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 303).

3. Vendor must provide and install five (5) ±2 dual non-plenum drops consisting of one (1) CAT6 drops for voice and one (1) CAT6 drop for data on the 3rd floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels and all voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 303).

4. Vendor must provide and install twenty-five (25) ±5 dual non-plenum drops consisting of one (1) CAT6 drops for voice and one (1) CAT6 drop for data on the 4th floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels and all voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 303).

5. Vendor must provide and install one (1) individual CAT6 drop for voice in the Basement, one (1) individual CAT6 drop for voice on the 1st floor, two (2) individual CAT6 drops for voice on the 2nd floor, seven (7) ±2 individual CAT6 drops for voice on the 3rd floor, and four (4) individual CAT6 drops for voice on the 4th floor.  All voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 303).

6. Vendor must provide and install two (2) individual CAT6 drops for data on the 2nd floor, twenty-three (23) ±5 individual CAT6 drops for data on the 3rd floor, and four (4) individual CAT6 drops for data on the 4th floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels in the MDF (Room 303).

7. Vendor must provide and install ten (10) triple CAT6 drops for data on the 3rd floor, and three (3) triple CAT6 drops for data on the 4th floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels in the MDF (Room 303).

8. Vendor will invoice the Bureau of Buildings with GS # 104-147 for all cost associated with Estimate 1 (South Callaway Hall).  This GS # must be used on all correspondence and invoices to the Bureau of Buildings.  All invoices must be sent to ITS for processing. 

III. ESTIMATE 2: MARTIN HALL REQUIREMENTS (GS# 104-150)

1. Vendor must relocate and terminate 12 strands of MM fiber and 6 strands of SM fiber from the Eckford Building to Martin Hall to the MDF (Room 320) on the 3rd through an existing 4” conduit and tunnel.  The existing cable was pulled out of the building before renovation.  No additional cabling should be required for this relocation and termination.

2. Vendor must provide and install a new cable run consisting of 12 strands of MM fiber and 6 strands of SM fiber back into the Eckford Building from the MDF (Room 320) in Martin Hall through the same pathway as stated above.  This will provide temporary connectivity to the Eckford Building until that renovation project begins.

3. Vendor must provide and install fifty-seven (57) ±10 dual non-plenum drops consisting of one (1) CAT6 drops for voice and one (1) CAT6 drop for data on the 1st floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels and all voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 320).

4. Vendor must provide and install forty-seven (47) ±10 dual non-plenum drops consisting of one (1) CAT6 drops for voice and one (1) CAT6 drop for data on the 2nd floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels and all voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 320).

5. Vendor must provide and install forty-seven (47) ±10 dual non-plenum drops consisting of one (1) CAT6 drops for voice and one (1) CAT6 drop for data on the 3rd floor.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels and all voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 320).

6. Vendor must provide and install six (6) ±2 individual CAT6 drops for voice on the 1st floor, six (6) ±2 individual CAT6 drops for voice on the 2nd floor and seven (7) ±2 individual CAT6 drops for voice on the 3rd floor.  All voice drops must be terminated to 110 blocks in the MDF (Room 320).

7. Vendor must provide and install fifteen (15) dual CAT6 non-plenum drops for data in the Computer Lab in Room 325.  All data drops must be terminated in CAT6 patch panels in the MDF (Room 320).

8. Vendor will invoice the Bureau of Buildings with GS # 104-150 for all cost associated with Estimate 1 (Martin Hall).  This GS # must be used on all correspondence and invoices to the Bureau of Buildings.  All invoices must be sent to ITS for processing.

IV. HARDWARE REQUIREMENTS

1. 12 strands of MM fiber (62.5/125(m) (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

2. 6 strands of SM fiber (62.5/125(m) (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

3. 48 port CAT6 patch panels (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

4. CAT6 cable for voice or data (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

5. CAT6 RJ 45 jacks for voice or data (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

6. Open 19” by 7’ racks with vertical and horizontal cable management (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

7. Cable supports/J-Hooks (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

8. Duplex faceplates in matching color to electrical outlets (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

9. ST connectors (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

10. QTY 150 - 6’ CAT6 Patch Cables – State a unit cost

11. OTY 150 - 12’ CAT6 Patch Cables – State a unit cost

12. 6’ ST to ST Fiber Jumpers (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost

13. Optional price for standard Stainless Steel faceplates (with no defined quantity) – State a unit cost

V. WARRANTY

Vendor must state the length of warranty for proposed installation.  At a minimum, Vendor must provide a twelve (12) month on-site system warranty covering all materials and labor to correct any defect in the cable system, and installation shall be part of the proposal.  Warranty will begin upon acceptance of the installed system.  Vendor must provide a contact name and number for any necessary warranty work.

VI. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

1. As stated in the Memorandum dated January 12, 2005, only vendors who attended the Vendor Site Visit on January 18, 2005, will be given the opportunity to respond to this Letter of Configuration.  There will not be another ITS conducted walk-through.
2. All requests for clarifications should be submitted in writing to Jeff Jennings no later than 3:00 PM, Tuesday, February 1, 2005.  Questions may be delivered by hand, via mail or by fax.  Fax number is (601) 354-6016.

3. If any component(s) necessary for operation of the requested system is omitted from vendor’s proposal, vendor must be willing to provide the component(s) at no additional cost.  This includes, but is not limited to, all cabling, connectors, raceway, etc. necessary to render the configuration fully operational.

4. Vendor must provide a per drop price for voice and a per drop price for data.

5. Prices submitted should be equal to or less than those in the vendor’s proposal to RFP #3360 or #3414 on file at ITS.

6. If vendor proposes more than one alternative, the vendor is responsible for identifying which alternative he/she believes is the best fit to meet the requirements.  A vendor may propose no more than two alternatives.

7. Vendor responses to this Letter of Configuration will be evaluated.  Factors considered in the evaluation process may include, but are not limited to: cost, Vendor’s past performance on contracts, Vendor’s ability to provide service, maintenance, Vendor quality/strength/location, project requirements specified in the LOC such as acquisition arrangement, completion schedule, and benefits arising from packaging the acquisition so that it is provided by a single source.

8. Please be aware that this procurement is a component of a construction or renovation project being managed by the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Building, Grounds and Real Property Management.  The estimated completion date provided herein is a good-faith estimate based on the current project schedule.  Construction delays may occur due to unforeseen circumstances outside of ITS’ and the awarded Vendor’s control that prevent the Vendor from completing some or all of the obligations for this award by the projected completion date.  Some of these delays can be very lengthy.  Do not respond to this solicitation unless you have factored this possibility into your response.

9. While the Vendor will not be held responsible for delays outside its control, this award is for a turnkey solution, and payment for the products and services being acquired herein will be made upon completion and acceptance of the entire solution by the State.  Should construction delays become so extensive that the delayed payment for installed equipment and services rendered becomes an extreme financial burden to the Vendor, ITS will work with the Vendor for an equitable resolution regarding partial payment.  Should partial payment be deemed necessary, the State will require a holdback of some portion of the actual cost to ensure final completion of the project.  The State is never, in any circumstances, able to pay for equipment or services that have not yet been received.  

10. Winning vendor must be willing to sign the attached Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement within fifteen (15) working days of the notice of award.  If the Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement is not executed within the 15 working day period, ITS reserves the right to negotiate with the next lowest and best vendor in the evaluation.  

11. The winning Vendor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a payment bond to secure the prompt payment of all persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of work under the Agreement, in the amount of the winning vendor’s complete proposed cost.  The bond shall be made by a surety company which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties.  The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document identifying the name and address of the person or entity holding the payment bond, and identifying a contact person to be notified in the event action against the bond is necessary.  The term of the payment bond shall be concurrent with the term of the Agreement and shall not be released to Vendor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by ITS, and all persons supplying labor or materials in the performance of work under the Agreement have been paid in full by the Vendor. The payment bond shall be procured at Vendor’s expense and be payable to ITS. Prior to approval of the payment bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Vendor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The premiums required to provide this bond shall be paid by Vendor. The bond must specifically refer to the Agreement and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement.

12. The winning Vendor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a performance bond in the amount of the winning vendor’s complete proposed cost.  The bond shall be made by a surety company which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties.  The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document evidencing that the person executing the bond is a licensed Mississippi agent for the bonding company. This certified document shall identify the name and address of the person or entity holding the performance bond, and shall identify a contact person to be notified in the event the State is required to take action against the bond. The term of the performance bond shall be concurrent with the term of the Agreement completed after award and shall not be released to Vendor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by ITS. The performance bond shall be procured at Vendor’s expense and be payable to the State of Mississippi. Prior to approval of the performance bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Vendor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The awarded Vendor shall pay the premiums on such bond. The bond must specifically refer to this Project and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement completed after award. If the Agreement is terminated due to the Vendor’s failure to comply with the terms thereof, ITS may claim against the performance bond.

This document shall serve as a Supplement to the original Master Cabling Agreement executed on INSERT DATE OF EXECUTION, between INSERT VENDOR, a INSERT STATE corporation having its principal place of business at INSERT VENDOR ADDRESS (hereinafter referred to as “Contractor”) and Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services having its principal place of business at 301 North Lamar Street, Suite 508, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 (hereinafter referred to as “ITS”), as contracting agent for the agencies and institutions of the State of Mississippi. It is understood that ITS is executing this Supplement on behalf of the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Building, located at 501 North West Street, Suite 1401-B, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 (hereinafter referred to as “BOB”), on behalf of the Mississippi University for Women located at 1100 College Street
Columbus, Mississippi 39701 (hereinafter referred to as “Customer”). ITS, BOB, and Customer are sometimes collectively referred to as “State.” 

WHEREAS, ITS, pursuant to Request for Proposals (“RFP”) Numbers 3360 and/or 3414 requested proposals for the acquisition of a master contract containing the terms and conditions which will govern any orders placed by state agencies and institutions for inside/outside communications cabling; 

WHEREAS, the Contractor was a successful respondent in regard to RFP Nos. 3360 and/or 3414; 

WHEREAS, ITS subsequently issued Letter of Configuration Number 34566/35493 dated January 20, 2005 (hereinafter referred to as “LOC”) requesting proposals for a specific inside/outside cabling project on behalf of ITS; and 

WHEREAS, Contractor was the successful proposer in an open, fair and competitive procurement process;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understandings, promises, consideration and agreements set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1)
This Supplement will become effective on the date it is signed by all parties and will continue in effect until all tasks required herein have been completed. Contractor agrees to complete all tasks required under this Supplement and the LOC, with the exception of warranty service and post warranty maintenance, on or before INSERT COMPLETION DATE, or within such other period as may be agreed to by the parties.

Contractor agrees to provide Customer and Customer agrees to buy as needed the items listed in the attached “Exhibit A,” which is incorporated herein and at the purchase price set forth therein, but in no event will the total compensation to be paid hereunder exceed the specified sum of INSERT TOTAL COST unless prior written authorization from ITS has been obtained. The parties understand and agree that this acquisition is subject to and controlled by the terms and conditions set forth in the Master Cabling Agreement.

It is agreed by the parties hereto that time is of the essence, and that in the event of a delay in the delivery and installation deadlines or delay in the satisfactory completion and acceptance of this project, damage shall be sustained by Customer. In the event of a delay as described herein, Contractor shall pay Customer, within five (5) calendar days from the date of receipt of notice, fixed and liquidated damages of one thousand dollars ($1,000.00) per day for each calendar day of delay caused by Contractor. Customer may offset amounts due it as liquidated damages against any monies due Contractor under this Supplement. Customer will notify Contractor in writing of any claim for liquidated damages pursuant hereto on or before the date Customer deducts such sums from money payable to Contractor. Any liquidated damages assessed are in addition to and not in limitation of any other rights or remedies of Customer.

Contractor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a performance bond in the amount of $INSERT TOTAL AMOUNT OF PROJECT (winning vendor’s complete proposed cost). The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document evidencing that the person executing the bond is a licensed Mississippi agent for the bonding company. This certified document shall identify the name and address of the person or entity holding the performance bond, and shall identify a contact person to be notified in the event the State is required to take action against the bond. The term of the performance bond shall be concurrent with the term of this Supplement and shall not be released to Contractor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by Customer. The performance bond shall be procured at Contractor’s expense and be payable to Customer. Prior to approval of the performance bond, the Customer reserves the right to review the bond and require Contractor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The Contractor shall pay the premiums on such bond. The bond must specifically refer to this Project and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of this Supplement. If this Supplement is terminated due to the Contractor’s failure to comply with the terms thereof, the Customer may claim against the performance bond.

As a condition precedent to the formation of the agreement between Contractor and Customer, the Contractor shall provide a payment bond as herein described. To secure the prompt payment of all persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of work under this Supplement, the Contractor shall procure, submit to the State with this executed Supplement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of its work under the LOC, a payment bond in the amount of $INSERT TOTAL AMOUNT OF PROJECT. The bond shall be made by a surety company which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties. The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document identifying the name and address of the person or entity holding the payment bond, and identifying a contact person to be notified in the event action against the bond is necessary. The term of the payment bond shall be concurrent with the term of this Supplement and shall not be released to Contractor until all services required under same have been completed and accepted by Customer, and all persons supplying labor or materials in the performance of work under this Supplement have been paid in full by the Contractor. The payment bond shall be procured at Contractor’s expense and be payable to the State of Mississippi. Prior to approval of the payment bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Contractor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The premiums on such bond shall be paid by Contractor. The bond must specifically refer to the LOC and Supplement and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of same and of the Master Cabling Agreement.

6)
This procurement is a component of a construction or renovation project being managed by BOB.  The completion date provided herein is a good-faith estimate based on the current project schedule. Construction delays may occur due to unforeseen circumstances outside of the State’s control that prevent the Contractor from completing some or all of the obligations for this award by the projected completion date.

7) While the Contractor will not be held responsible for delays outside its control, this award is for a turnkey solution, and payment for the products and services being acquired herein will be made upon completion and acceptance of the entire solution by the State.  Should construction delays become so extensive that the delayed payment for installed equipment and services rendered becomes an extreme financial burden to the Contractor, ITS will work with the Contractor for an equitable resolution regarding partial payment. Should partial payment be deemed necessary, the State will require a holdback of some portion of the actual cost to ensure final completion of the project.  The State is never, under any circumstances, able to pay for equipment or services that have not yet been received.  

8) This Supplement will become a binding obligation on the State upon the approval of the project by BOB and the issuance by ITS of the CP-1 Acquisition Approval Document.

9)
Customer shall have ten (10) working days to review and accept the work done and to either notify Contractor of acceptance or to provide Contractor a detailed list of deficiencies that must be remedied prior to payment being made. In the event the Customer notifies the Contractor of deficiencies, the Contractor shall correct such deficiencies within ten (10) working days unless the Customer consents in writing to a longer period of time.

10)
Once the Products have been accepted by Customer, as prescribed herein, the Contractor will invoice the Customer for the invoice amount of that payment as indicated in the attached Exhibit A. Contractor shall certify that the billing is true and correct. BOB agrees to pay Contractor in accordance with Mississippi law on “Timely Payments for Purchases by Public Bodies,” Sections 31-7-301, et seq. of the 1972 Mississippi Code Annotated, as amended, which generally provides for payment of undisputed amounts by the State within forty-five (45) days of receipt of the invoice. Contractor understands and agrees that Customer is exempt from the payment of taxes. All payments shall be in United States currency. No payment, including final payment, shall be construed as acceptance of defective products or incomplete work, and the Contractor shall remain responsible and liable for full performance in strict compliance with the contract documents specified in the article titled “Entire Agreement” in the Master Cabling Agreement.
11)
Acceptance by the Contractor of the last payment from BOB shall operate as a release of all claims against the State by the Contractor and any subcontractors or other persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of any work under this Supplement.

12)
It is expressly understood and agreed that the obligation of Customer to proceed under this Supplement is conditioned upon the availability of monies in the applicable State Agencies Capital Improvements Fund, as provided for by the Mississippi State Legislature via the sale of state general obligation bonds for the cost of this capital improvement.  If the funds anticipated for the fulfillment of this Supplement are not forthcoming, or are insufficient, or if there is a discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were available to Customer for the payments or performance due under this Supplement, Customer shall have the right to immediately terminate this Supplement, without damage, penalty, cost or expense to Customer of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of termination. Customer shall have the sole right to determine whether funds are available for the payments or performances due under this Supplement.

13)
All other provisions in the underlying Master Cabling Agreement shall remain unchanged.

For the faithful performance of the terms of this Supplement, the parties have caused this Supplement to be executed by their undersigned representatives.
