The clarification below is to more clearly specify the type of equipment ITS is seeking and to answer questions received as of September 26, 2003, for Letter of Configuration No. 34100 for the new business school for Jackson State University (JSU).  

ITS is requesting PC Blade Systems.  This type of system contains a monitor, keyboard, mouse, and connection port that sits at the user’s desktop.  The actual PC processor is a blade that fits with other blades into a cage.  Several cages fit into a rack.  The racks are located in their own room away from the user’s desktop.  An example of this type of system is a Clear Cube system made by Clear Cube, Inc.

The following questions were submitted to ITS.  The questions are presented below as they were submitted to ITS.  We have attempted to answer as clearly as possible and hope this information will assist you in formulating your response.  

1. Is there a preference between a desktop or tower unit?

Response:  This type of system does not have a desktop or tower unit.  The processor is a blade, as described above.
2. Is the video requirement valid?  We cannot find an instance where a blade server has 32 MB of video memory and Pentium 4 processors.  

Response:  A PC Blade System is different from a blade server.  Please see the description above.  The minimum specifications for the PC Blade system will remain unchanged.  

3. We cannot identify the C/Port specification, except as a port replicator for Dell laptops.  

Response:  A C/Port is the device name in the Clear Cube system referenced above for the Universal Command Port to be used with a PC Blade system.  It is the desktop unit that interfaces with the PC Blade and connects the user’s monitor, keyboard, and mouse.
