The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is seeking the hardware and services described below for purchase by Jackson State University (JSU). Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to RFP #3301 for standalone or LAN-based hardware or software to run in a Windows, Apple, or Open-Systems UNIX environment.  Our preliminary review of this proposal indicates that your company offers products, software or services that are appropriate to the requirements of this project. Therefore, we are requesting your configuration assistance for the components described below.  Please submit a written response for the requested equipment and/or services.  

JSU is requesting four hundred (400) PC blade systems to be used in the new Business School.  JSU has evaluated the PC blade systems and found them to be the best choice to provide the capabilities of a PC on every desktop without the major problems, such as security, maintenance, and replacement, usually associated with a PC on every desktop.  The PC blade system makes it much easier to secure, track, and manage all the PCs in a lab or classroom.  Also, the simplified architecture allows the JSU IT staff to manage every CPU in the network from a single, centralized location.    

Vendors are required to propose new equipment.  Also, vendor must be aware that the specifications detailed below are minimum requirements.  Should vendor choose to propose equipment that exceeds the requirements, it is the vendor’s responsibility to specify in what manner the proposed equipment exceeds the requirements.

1. SPECIFICATIONS

1.1 Vendor must propose equipment that is 100% functionally equivalent to the equipment detailed below.

1.2 Vendor must fill out the attached questionnaire.  Be very specific in your answer.  Example – 512MB SDRAM.

1.3 Vendor must answer or acknowledge each specification listed in 1.6.1.

1.4 Vendor must include technical specifications (specification sheets) for proposed system.

1.5 Vendor must be aware that ITS and JSU reserve the right to purchase this equipment from multiple vendors if advantageous to the State.

1.6 Vendor must be aware that ITS and JSU reserve the right to purchase additional equipment at the proposed prices for a six (6) month period.

1.6.2 Ten (10) User Guides and Product Installation Manuals.  It is not necessary for vendor to provide four hundred sets of documentation.  Vendor must provide all technical specifications and manuals (documentation) at the point of sale.

1.6.3 Four Hundred (400) Universal Command Ports (C/Ports) which include one (1) each:

1.6.3.1 AC Adapter and Cord;

1.6.3.2 Two (2) USB Ports;

1.6.3.3 Audio input and output;

2. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

2.1 All systems must be delivered fully configured.

2.2 Vendor is not required to install computers at JSU.

3. EQUIPMENT WARRANTY

Warranty must include one (1) year, next-day replacement for parts.  Vendor may optionally provide pricing for three (3) year parts warranty.  

4. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

4.1 Proposed equipment must be compatible with the following:  

· Viewsonic E55 E2 Series 15” CRT monitors (Part #E55-2)

· Viewsonic VE170 17” LCD monitors (Part #VE170)

· HP Laserjet 8150N (Part #C4266A)

· HP Color Laserjet 5500N (Part #C7131A)

4.2 Vendor must specify the delivery interval proposed by his company.  Please keep in mind that JSU is requesting that the equipment be delivered in November.

4.3 Vendor must specify the discounted price for each item.  Freight is FOB destination.  All required costs, including freight and insurance, as necessary, must be specified.

4.4 If any component necessary for operation of the requested systems is omitted from vendor’s proposal, vendor must be willing to provide that component at no additional cost.  This includes, but is not limited to, all cabling, connectors, and interfaces to render the configuration fully operational.

4.5 If vendor proposes more than one alternative (no more than two), vendor is responsible for identifying which alternative he believes is the best fit to meet the requirements. 

4.6 ITS will require a contract with the winning Vendor.  The Vendor’s responding to this LOC must be willing to negotiate in good faith such a contract.  If the winning Vendor has a Master Agreement with ITS, it may not be necessary to negotiate a separate contract.  A sample Purchase Agreement is attached for review.

4.7 Winning vendor must be willing to sign the attached Purchase Agreement within 15 working days of the notice of award.  If the Purchase Agreement is not executed within the 15 working day period, ITS reserves the right to negotiate with the next lowest and best vendor in the evaluation.

4.8 In the interim between the time the vendor's proposal is made to ITS and a contract awarded to the lowest and best proposer, should the winning vendor's manufacturer announce a new product within the same product family, as the successor to the product being proposed, then the vendor must be willing to substitute the newest technology product at the same or lesser cost.
4.9 Vendor will invoice the Bureau of Buildings with GS #103-212.  This GS # must be used on all correspondence and invoices to the Bureau of Buildings.  The invoice must be sent to ITS for processing.
