The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is seeking the equipment and software maintenance services described below for purchase by the Mississippi Department of Transportation (MDOT) – Office of State Aid Road Construction (SARC). Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to RFP# 3361 for LAN/UNIX hardware/software.  We are requesting your configuration assistance for the information described below.  Due to the extremely competitive pricing of network components and services, and to insure that every necessary component is included in each vendor’s proposal, we are asking that you submit a written response for the requested equipment and/or services.

1. PROPOSAL REQUIREMENTS

1.1. Respond to each point in all sections and exhibits with the information requested.

1.2. The vendor must respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED”, “WILL COMPLY” or “AGREED” to each point in each section within this LOC with which the vendor can comply.

1.3. If vendor cannot respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED”, “WILL COMPLY”, or “AGREED”, then vendor must respond with “EXCEPTION”.  If vendor responds with “EXCEPTION”, vendor must provide detailed information related to that response.

1.4. In addition, Vendors must provide details as to the manner and degree in which their  proposal meets or exceeds each specification.  Vendors failing to provide substantive information will place themselves at a disadvantage or, at the State’s option, face disqualification.

2. BACKGROUND

SARC is seeking a 3-year maintenance contract for its existing hardware and Novell software products.  The hardware component is primarily Dell servers, workstations and HP printers.  

3. SPECIFICATIONS

3.1. Maintenance period will be for an initial 3-year period with the option to renew maintenance for up to two (2) additional one-year terms.  Maintenance is for existing equipment detailed in the attached form CP-6. 

3.2. Vendor must propose an annual fixed cost for maintenance.

3.3. The contract will cycle on the fiscal year (July-June) for the term of the contract.  Therefore, Vendor must propose services having an initial anniversary renewal date of July 1, 2005, and successive renewals each year thereafter on July 1. 

3.4. Vendor must provide per item maintenance charges that will be valid for three (3) years.  However, the proposed agreement must be based on annual maintenance payments during the 3-year period. 

3.5. Maintenance must include at a minimum the equipment listed on the attached equipment lists, to include periodic testing, repairs, and all necessary parts and labor.

3.6. Hardware maintenance is sub-divided into 3 maintenance classes.  These classes dictate the level of maintenance for each item in the class.  The classes are described below:

3.6.1. Class "A"  -  Items listed as class "A" are under factory warranty until the  date shown.  Items in this class revert to class "B" when the warranty expires. The agency requires that the winning Vendor provide maintenance for this equipment after the warranty period has expired.

3.6.2. Class "B"  -  Items listed in class "B" have full parts and labor coverage for the period of the maintenance contract.

3.6.3. Class "C"  -  Items listed in class "C" constitute a pool of items to be covered.  This coverage is full parts and labor for a maximum of five (5) "Maintenance Events" and unlimited telephone support per fiscal year.  A "Maintenance Event" is defined as a hardware problem that cannot be satisfactorily resolved by State Aid personnel after following a set procedure mutually agreed upon by State Aid and the service provider.  If the same item requires multiple service visits for the same problem, the maintenance visits shall be considered to be part of the same "Maintenance Event".

3.7. State Aid must be able to add and/or remove items or change the class of items as is necessary during the contract period with a corresponding increase or decrease in the contract pricing based on prorated debit or credit of a unit maintenance cost.  

3.8. All equipment is located in the State Aid offices at 412 Woodrow Wilson Avenue, Jackson, Mississippi 39216.  All on-site maintenance visits and non-Novell product telephone support calls will occur during normal business hours, 8 AM - 5 PM weekdays. Novell Product telephone support should be reasonably available 24x7.

3.9. Vendor must respond to all calls within (1) hour by phone and next day onsite.

3.10. Vendor must accept the hardware for maintenance as is.  If the Vendor requires an inspection, the inspection must be provided free of charge.  Vendor may arrange to view the equipment by contacting Donna Hamilton at ITS by calling (601) 359-9613 by Monday, October 18, 2004 by 3:00p.m.

3.11. Proposed State Aid Hardware Assessment Procedure

3.11.1. Check all external cables

3.11.2. Run Norton Win Doctor

3.11.3. Run "spyware" scan(s)

3.11.4. Run a full virus scan

3.11.5. Run Scan Disk

3.11.6. Check for driver updates

3.11.7. Check all internal cables

3.11.8. For expansion cards, check the card in a different slot

3.11.9. Check for BIOS/firmware updates

3.12. Novell Product Support

3.12.1. Vendor must propose a Novell Support Contract for the following products:

3.12.1.1. NetWare 6.5, 

3.12.1.2. Groupwise 6.5, 

3.12.1.3. Cluster Services 1.7

3.12.2. Novell support includes unlimited toll-free telephone support and two onsite visits not to exceed four hours per visit per (fiscal) year.  Vendor must state the toll-free telephone call-in number.

3.12.3. Vendor must be aware that the request to support Novell NetWare 6.5 does not include support for Apache Web Server beyond basic hosting or user-defined or added TomCat or MySQL applications not included as part of the Novell installation.

4. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS

4.1. Vendor must respond by telephone within one (1) hour to request for unscheduled remedial maintenance service, Monday through Friday, 8:00 A.M. to 5:00 P.M. (Central Time), and come on site with the necessary crash kit within four (4) hours from the point the call is made to service network servers and software, and within eight (8) hours from the point the call is made to service all other peripherals and related computer equipment.  If the repairs have not been made within these designated time frames, Vendor shall pay the Customer $50.00 per hour for every hour of delay. 

4.2. Vendor must state if service is generally available on a call-out basis 24-hours-per-day, 7-days-per-week. Vendors must further detail the hourly rate for time, materials, and mileage for a repair call outside of the prime shift contract.  Vendors must also specify the minimum number of hours charged.

4.3. Vendor must be aware that all parts and labor must be included in the total price of the maintenance contract unless otherwise specified in this LOC.

4.4. Vendor must identify the location of the nearest service center.

4.5. Vendor shall maintain in-house, the most frequently used supply replacement parts needed to service the equipment. Replacement parts will be new and not used or refurbished, and will either be manufactured by, and/or meet the minimum specifications established by the manufacturer of the equipment. Title to all replacement parts installed in the equipment will pass to the agency and title to parts removed for replacement will, at the time of replacement, pass to the Vendor.

4.6. Vendor must state any limitations on the number of authorized staff members who can place a service call to the vendor under the proposed contract. 

4.7. If the equipment is under maintenance with the vendor, and the vendor deems that it is not cost effective to repair a piece of equipment, the vendor shall, in consultation with the agency, replace said equipment with equipment of functional equivalence, which may be new or refurbished.

4.8. Price escalations, if any, for annual support coverage will be permitted but shall not exceed the lesser of a five (5) percent increase or an increase consistent with the percent increase in the consumer price index, all Urban Consumer US City Average (C.P.I.-U) for the preceding year.  The agency expects the maintenance cost for the initial 3 year period to be fixed.

4.9. a) Vendor must furnish details about the location and staffing of the service center from which this account will be serviced.

b) Vendor must provide detail background information regarding his organization.   

4.10. The maintenance contractor must be a certified Dell and HP service provider and have Novell CNE's on staff.  Vendor must specify the level of certification in these products and provide evidence of these certifications in his/her response to this requirement. This requirement applies to any subcontractor used by Vendor.
4.11. A Maintenance Agreement is attached for review and use by the awarded Vendor.

4.12. Vendor must provide the state of incorporation of the company and a name, title, and address for the “Notice” article of the contract.

4.13. The winning Vendor will notify SARC in writing 60 days prior to the expiration of the maintenance period. Vendor’s failure to do so will result in Vendor providing maintenance service at no cost until a new maintenance agreement can be negotiated.  
4.14. Vendor should be aware that ITS reserves the right to purchase any, all, or none of the requested services from one or more vendors.

5. MANUFACTURER DIRECT MAINTENANCE WHEN SOLD THROUGH 3RD PARTY: FIXED COST-PLUS PERCENTAGES

5.1. It is ITS’ preference that the responding reseller work with the manufacturer to obtain a commitment for a firm fixed price over the requested maintenance period.  Because it is the State’s desire to contract with a Vendor to provide fixed price maintenance during the contract period, preference will be given to Vendors who propose a fixed price alternative.

5.2. In the event that the responding reseller cannot make a firm fixed maintenance proposal for all the years requested, the responding reseller is therefore required to provide a fixed percentage for their mark-up on the manufacturer direct maintenance that they are selling as a third party reseller in lieu of a price ceiling based on a percentage yearly increase.

5.3. In this scenario, Resellers must include in the Pricing Spreadsheets the price the Vendor pays for the maintenance and the percentage by which the final price to the State of Mississippi exceeds the Vendor’s cost for the maintenance (i.e. cost-plus percentage).

5.4. Alternatively, Resellers may propose a fixed percentage for their mark down on the manufacturer’s direct maintenance based on a national benchmark from the manufacturer, such as GSA, Suggested Retail Price (SRP) or the manufacturer’s web pricing.  This national benchmark pricing must be verifiable by ITS during the maintenance contract.

6. PERIODIC COST-PLUS VERIFICATION

6.1. At any time during the term of this contract, the State reserves the right to request from the awarded Vendor access to and/or a copy of the Manufacturer’s Base Pricing Structure for pricing verification.  This pricing shall be submitted within seven (7) business days after the State’s request.  Failure to submit this pricing will be cause for Contract Default.

6.2. Vendor must indicate from whom they buy the maintenance:  directly from the manufacturer or from what distributor.

6.3. Vendor must be aware that only price increases resulting from an increase in price by the manufacturer or distributor will be accepted.  Vendor must provide ITS with the suggested retail price.

6.4. Pricing proposed for the State MUST equal the Vendor’s invoice cost from the distributor or manufacturer plus the maximum percentage markup that the reseller will add OR the manufacturer’s national benchmark minus the cost percentage proposed.

7. REFERENCES

7.1. Vendor must provide at least three (3) references.  ITS prefers that references be from service accounts that closely match this request.  Reference information must include, at a minimum:

7.1.1. Entity

7.1.2. Supervisor’s name

7.1.3. Supervisor’s telephone number

7.1.4. Supervisor’s email address

7.1.5. Length of Project

7.1.6. Brief Description of Project

7.2. References that are no longer in business cannot be used.  Inability to reach the reference will result in that reference being deemed non-responsive.

7.3. Vendors receiving negative references may be eliminated from further consideration.

8. EVALUATION

8.1. ITS and SARC are requesting the vendors to propose any additional value-added features, products and/or services that may distinguish your company and its offering from the group and facilitate our selection process of the lowest and best proposals.  ITS and SARC will make the sole assessment of the relative merits of each added-value proposal to the agency.

8.2. Scores will be assigned for Cost, Quality of Vendor Responses, Technical Responses, Vendor Organization and References, and Added Value.  All information provided by the Vendor and other information available to ITS will be used to evaluate the proposals.  Therefore, the Vendor is encouraged to provide any information, supported by facts, about Vendor’s company and related experience that he considers to be useful to ITS in making the award selection. 

9. INSTRUCTIONS TO SUBMIT COST INFORMATION

Please use the CP-6: General RFP Information Form to provide annual maintenance cost.  Follow the instructions on the form.  Incomplete forms will not be processed.
10. DELIVERY INSTRUCTIONS

10.1. Vendor must deliver his/her LOC response to Donna Hamilton of ITS by the designated date/time as specified above.  Quotations may be delivered by hand, via mail, e-mail or by fax.  Fax number is (601) 354-6016.  ITS WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DELAYS IN THE DELIVERY OF PROPOSALS.  It is solely the responsibility of the vendor that proposals reach ITS on time.  Vendors should contact Donna Hamilton at (601) 359-9613 to verify the receipt of their proposal.  Proposals received after the deadline will be rejected.

10.2. Vendors’ list must include suggested retail pricing, the Vendors’ cost, proposed price for government, and the percentage markup used to determine the Vendors’ government prices for the State.
