The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is seeking the hardware and services described below on behalf of the University of Mississippi Medical Center (UMMC). Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to General RFP #3464 for Inside and Outside Cabling.  Our preliminary review of this proposal indicates that your company offers products and/or services that may meet the requirements of this project; therefore, we are requesting your configuration assistance for the components described below.  

1. GENERAL LOC INSTRUCTIONS
1.1 Beginning with Item 4.1, label and respond to each outline point as it is labeled in the LOC.
1.2 The Vendor must respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED,” “WILL COMPLY,” or “AGREED” to each point in the LOC including the attached Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement.

1.3 If the Vendor cannot respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED,” “WILL COMPLY,” or “AGREED,” then the Vendor must respond with “EXCEPTION.”  (See attached instructions regarding Vendor exceptions.)
1.4 Where an outline point asks a question or requests information, the Vendor must respond with the specific answer or information requested.

1.5 In addition to the above, Vendor must provide explicit details as to the manner and degree to which the proposal meets or exceeds each specification.  
GENERAL OVERVIEW AND BACKGROUND
UMMC is preparing to construct a Teaching Facility on their campus located at 2500 North State Street, Jackson, Mississippi 39216-4505.  This campus currently has campus backbone communication cabling running through the proposed construction site that must be relocated to prevent data and voice network downtime.  The winning Vendor will be required to install new fiber and copper outside plant (OSP) communications cabling for the campus backbone that will take the place of most of this existing infrastructure.  The winning Vendor will also be required to splice into some existing copper backbone cabling as described within the Letter of Configuration (LOC). University of Mississippi Medical Center

STATEMENTS OF UNDERSTANDING 
1.6 The Vendor must provide pricing for all hardware and services for the proposed solution.  

1.7 Proposed equipment must be new from the manufacturer and qualify for warranty and maintenance services.

1.8 Vendor must be aware that ITS reserves the right to make additional purchases at the proposed prices for a six (6) month period.

1.9 Vendor must be aware that the specifications detailed below are minimum requirements.  Should Vendor choose to exceed the requirements, Vendor must indicate in what manner the requirements are exceeded.
1.10 Vendor will be responsible for all necessary permits including city, county, state and federal permits and regulations prior to beginning work.

1.11 Vendor must follow all SAFETY GUIDELINES as instituted by O.S.H.A.  Any individual member of the selected Vendors project team that violates these guidelines will be instructed to leave the project site immediately.

1.12 Vendor must properly seal all applicable service entrances.

1.13 Vendor must provide two (2) copies of construction drawings to ITS prior to beginning installation.
1.14 Vendor must provide a set of As-built drawings in CAD or hard copy showing the locations of and identifiers for:
1.14.1 Backbone cable routing, terminations, and cable counts,
1.14.2 Handhole (HH) and maintenance hole (MH) locations,
1.14.3 Wall, ceiling, and floor penetrations.
1.15 Vendor must provide and install pull string for all innerduct.
1.16 Vendor must provide and install a 12 AWG copper tracer wire or approved detectable warning tape for all conduit runs placed without a copper cable.

1.17 Vendor must provide a securable/locking top to every HH or MH installed.

1.18 Vendor must provide a service loop secured to a side in every HH/MH to avoid accidental damage such as being stepped on or items being dropped on the cable in the bottom of a HH/MH.
1.19 Vendor shall be responsible for replacing, repairing, or bringing back to at least original condition any damage to floors, ceiling, walls, furniture, ground, pavement, sidewalks, etc., caused by its personnel and operations, subject to final approval by ITS and UMMC.

1.20 Vendor must ensure proper separation for all cables from sources of EMI.

1.21 Vendor must ensure that all grounding/earthing and bonding shall be performed in accordance with applicable codes and regulations.  Vendor must observe the requirements of IEC 1000-5-2 and ANSI/TIA/EIA-607 throughout the entire cabling system.
1.22 Vendor must test all copper cables in accordance with ANSI/TIA/EIA-568-B.1 standards for wire map, attenuation, length, NEXT (pair to pair and power sum), FEXT and ELFEXT (pair to pair and power sum), return loss, propagation delay, and delay skew.
1.23 Vendor must test all fiber cables for length, polarity, and attenuation at 850 nm or 1300nm for 62.5/125 micron multimode (MM) and 1310 nm or 1550 nm for the appropriate single mode (SM) cable in at least one direction.  Length must be tested using an OTDR.  The warranty shall be for link and/or channel coverage for horizontal and backbone cables.  The testing performed must be done in accordance with the type of warranty required.  All fiber testing must be performed with a TekRanger or other DIS approved OTDR.

1.24 Vendor must provide and install only approved and suitable materials.

1.24.1 SM fiber must be 8.7/125 micron.

1.24.2 MM fiber must be 62.5/125 micron.

1.24.3 Copper feeder cables must be 100Ω UTP cables. 

1.25 All fiber must be installed in innerduct for proper protection.  

1.26 For underground installations, adequate underground conduit space shall be available and accessible at each building.  Vendors must not exceed a 40% fill factor for any conduits.
1.27 Vendor must ensure that underground installations are designed to prevent water runoff from entering the building.
1.28 Vendor must select pathways to protect the minimum bend radius and pulling tensions of all cables as detailed within the manufacturer’s specifications for both during and after installations.
1.29 Vendor must comply with standards and codes regarding plenum spaces when routing cable through plenum environments.
1.30 All drops are to be tested to EIA/TIA specifications or better and must support numerous network applications including ATM, SONET, Gigabit Ethernet and ESCON.  A copy of the results must be provided to ITS and UMMC in writing or electronically.
1.31 All fiber must be a continuous run from MDF to IDF.

1.32 Vendors must ensure that all cables routed through suspended ceilings must not be draped across ceiling tiles.  Cable supports must be mounted a minimum of 12 inches above the ceiling grid supporting the tiles.  Cable supports must be structurally independent of the suspended ceiling, its framework, or supports, and not be spaced more than 1.5 m (5ft) apart. Vendors must ensure that the tie wraps used for this project are not tightened to the point of deforming or crimping the cable sheath. 
1.33 Vendor must use velcro straps in the MDF and IDFs to secure all cables in order to facilitate easy reconfiguration of the cables.  Hook and loop cable managers should be used in areas where reconfiguration may be frequent.
1.34 Vendor must ensure that data communications cabling maintain a minimum 3 m (10 ft) clearance from power cables in excess of 480 Vrms, and cross-connects must not be physically located within 6 m (20 ft) of electrical distribution  panels, step down devices, or transformers which carry voltages in excess of 480 Vrms.
1.35 Vendor must provide and install a HH/MH approximately every 1,000 feet or as the design requires throughout the conduit route.

1.36 Vendor will be responsible for determining the needed number of HH/MM and placement of each for the most cost effective installation.

1.37 All fiber must be terminated using ST connectors.
1.38 Vendors must properly install firestop systems to prevent or retard the spread of fire, smoke, water, and gases through the building.  All firestop systems must be installed in accordance with ANSI/TIA/EIA-569-A, ANSI/NFPA-70 and all other local, state, and national guidelines. 

1.39 Attached to this LOC are two (2) drawings provided by UMMC for the purpose of locating the existing utilities for the paths being utilized by the conduits and cable provided by this project.
1.40 Vendor must provide notification of preparedness for copper and fiber cut-over to UMMC a minimum two (2) weeks prior to actual change.
1.41 The winning vendor must complete this project on or before October 15, 2007. 

FUNCTIONAL/TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS
1.42 Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF (Room U181) in the Holmes Resource Center to the IDF (Room SH113) in the School Health Related Professions (SHRP) Building.  Vendor must include a MH/HH to be installed near the entrance into the SHRP Building next to Lakeland Drive to allow for future campus connectivity.

1.43 Vendor must provide, install, and terminate 96 SM and 96 MM fiber from the MDF (Room U181) in the Holmes Resource Center to the IDF (Room SH113) in the SHRP Building.

1.44 Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the MDF (Room U181) in the Holmes Resource Center to a Vendor supplied MH/HH to be installed next to Parking Lot 20, across the street from the construction site for the New Teaching Facility.

1.45 Vendor must provide, install, and terminate 24 SM and 24 MM fiber from the MDF (Room U181) in the Holmes Resource Center to the Vendor supplied MH/HH to be installed next to Parking Lot 20, across the street from the construction site for the New Teaching Facility.  Vendor must leave 400’ coiled in the MH/HH to be installed into the New Teaching Facility upon completion.

1.46 Vendor must splice the existing 50 pair copper cable that runs from the MDF (Room U181) in the Holmes Resource Center to the IDF (Room SH113) in the SHRP Building and relocate into the MH/HH to be installed next to Parking Lot 20, across the street from the construction site for the New Teaching Facility to allow for splicing for future connectivity into the New Teaching Facility.
1.47 Vendor must provide and install six (6) direct buried approved 1¼” innerducts from the Vendor supplied MH/HH to be installed next to Parking Lot 20, across the street from the construction site for the New Teaching Facility, to intersection point for the existing copper that will be relocated running from the Laundry Building.
1.48 Vendor must relocate a section of the existing 100 pair copper cable for voice and two conductor 18 AWG copper cable for fire alarm that runs through an existing duct system from the Laundry Building to the Dental School.  Vendor must splice into the 100 pair cable prior to the construction site for the New Teaching Facility, and cross under the existing road and extend to the Vendor supplied MH/HH to be installed next to Parking Lot 20, across the street from the construction site for the New Teaching Facility.  The 100 pair copper cable and two conductor 18 AWG fire alarm cable must then be reconnected to the existing cables in the existing duct system at that location.
1.49 Vendor must provide, install, and terminate 12 strand MM fiber from the MDF (Room U181) in the Holmes Resource Center to the IDF in the Laundry Building using the existing duct system where available and in the new conduits described in Item 5.6.

1.50 Vendor must relocate a section of the existing 200 pair copper cable that runs along the same path of the 100 pair referenced in Item 5.7.  Vendor must splice into the 200 pair cable prior to the construction site for the New Teaching Facility, and cross under the existing road and extend to the Vendor supplied MH/HH to be installed next to Parking Lot 20, across the street from the construction site for the New Teaching Facility.  The 200 pair copper cable must then be reconnected to the existing cable back across the street past the construction zone at the far southwest corner of Parking Lot 21.

1.51 Vendor must provide 50 MM Siemon Company FJ Series fiber jumpers.

1.52 Vendor must provide 25 SM Siemon Company FJ Series fiber jumpers. 
2. HARDWARE REQUIREMENTS
2.1 UMMC has a campus standard for the following materials.  Vendor must propose the following materials were applicable.

2.1.6 Coupling Panels – Lucent 1000C ST (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost
2.1.7 ST-ST Couplers MM – Lucent C21000A-2 (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost
2.1.8 Mounting Brackets – Lucent 10A2 (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost
2.1.9 Termination Shelf – Lucent LST (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost
2.1.10 ST Connector Panel – Lucent 1000ST (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost
2.1.11 Mounting Bracket – Lucent 12A2 (Vendor to determine quantity) – State a unit cost
INSTALLATION

Vendor must provide not-to-exceed cost for Installation as described in RFP 3464.  Please see sample RFP Information Form 3464 that is attached.
WARRANTY

Vendor must state the length of warranty for proposed installation.  At a minimum, Vendor must provide a twelve (12) month on-site system warranty covering all materials and labor to correct any defect in the cable system, and installation shall be part of the proposal.  Warranty will begin upon acceptance of the installed system.
 ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
2.2 ITS acknowledges that the specifications within this LOC are not exhaustive. Rather, they reflect the known requirements ITS must have met by the proposed system.  Vendors must specify, here, what additional components may be needed and are proposed in order to complete each configuration. 
2.3 Vendor must specify the discounted price for each item.  Freight is FOB destination.  No itemized shipping charges will be accepted.

2.4 If Vendor proposes more than one alternative (no more than two), Vendor is responsible for identifying the alternative believed to be the best fit to meet the requirements. 

2.5 A properly executed contract is a requirement of this LOC.  After an award has been made, it will be necessary for the winning Vendor to execute a Supplement to their Master Cabling Agreement with ITS.  A Standard Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement has been attached for your review.  The inclusion of this Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement does not preclude ITS from, at its sole discretion, negotiating additional terms and conditions with the selected Vendor(s) specific to the projects covered by this LOC.  If Vendor can not comply with any term or condition of this Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, Vendor must list and explain each specific exception on the Proposal Exception Summary Form explained in Section 10 and attached to this LOC.  Winning vendor must be willing to sign the attached Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement within 15 working days of the notice of award.  If the Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement is not executed within 15 working day period, ITS reserves the right to negotiate with the next lowest and best vendor in the evaluation

2.6 As stated in the Memorandum dated June 14, 2007, only vendors who attended the Vendor Site Visit on June 21, 2007, will be given the opportunity to respond to this Letter of Configuration.  There will not be another ITS conducted walk-through.
2.7 If any component(s) necessary for operation of the requested system is omitted from vendor’s proposal, vendor must be willing to provide the component(s) at no additional cost.  This includes, but is not limited to, all cabling, connectors, raceway, etc. necessary to render the configuration fully operational.

2.8 Prices submitted should be equal to or less than those in the vendor’s proposal for Tier 1 to RFP #3464 on file at ITS.

2.9 While the Vendor will not be held responsible for delays outside its control, this award is for a turnkey solution, and payment for the products and services being acquired herein will be made upon completion and acceptance of the entire solution by the State.  Should delays become so extensive that the delayed payment for installed equipment and services rendered becomes an extreme financial burden to the Vendor, ITS will work with the Vendor for an equitable resolution regarding partial payments.  Should partial payment be deemed necessary, the State will require a holdback of some portion of the actual cost to ensure final completion of this project.  The State is never, in any circumstances, able to pay for equipment or services that have not yet been received.

2.10 The winning Vendor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a payment bond to secure the prompt payment of all persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of work under the Agreement, in the amount of the winning vendor’s complete proposed cost.  The bond shall be made by a surety company, which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi, and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties.  The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document identifying the name and address of the person or entity holding the payment bond, and identifying a contact person to be notified in the event action against the bond is necessary.  The term of the payment bond shall be concurrent with the term of the Agreement and shall not be released to Vendor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by ITS, and all persons supplying labor or materials in the performance of work under the Agreement have been paid in full by the Vendor. The payment bond shall be procured at Vendor’s expense and be payable to ITS. Prior to approval of the payment bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Vendor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The premiums required to provide this bond shall be paid by Vendor. The bond must specifically refer to the Agreement and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement.

2.11 The winning Vendor shall procure, submit to the State with the executed Supplement to the Master Cabling Agreement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a performance bond in the amount of the winning vendor’s complete proposed cost.  The bond shall be made by a surety company, which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi, and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties.  The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document evidencing that the person executing the bond is a licensed Mississippi agent for the bonding company. This certified document shall identify the name and address of the person or entity holding the performance bond, and shall identify a contact person to be notified in the event the State is required to take action against the bond. The term of the performance bond shall be concurrent with the term of the Agreement completed after award and shall not be released to Vendor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by ITS. The performance bond shall be procured at Vendor’s expense and be payable to the State of Mississippi. Prior to approval of the performance bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Vendor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The awarded Vendor shall pay the premiums on such bond. The bond must specifically refer to this Project and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of the Agreement completed after award. If the Agreement is terminated due to the Vendor’s failure to comply with the terms thereof, ITS may claim against the performance bond. 
3. PROPOSAL EXCEPTIONS
3.1 Please return the attached Proposal Exception Summary Form with any exceptions listed and clearly explained or state “No Exceptions Taken.”  If no Proposal Exception Summary Form is included, the Vendor is indicating that no exceptions are taken.

3.2 Unless specifically disallowed on any specification herein, the Vendor may take exception to any point within this memorandum, including a specification denoted as mandatory, as long as the following are true:

3.2.1 The specification is not a matter of State law;

3.2.2 The proposal still meets the intent of the procurement;

3.2.3 A Proposal Exception Summary Form is included with Vendor’s proposal; and

3.2.4 The exception is clearly explained, along with any alternative or substitution the Vendor proposes to address the intent of the specification, on the Proposal Exception Summary Form.

3.3 The Vendor has no liability to provide items to which an exception has been taken.  ITS has no obligation to accept any exception.  During the proposal evaluation and/or contract negotiation process, the Vendor and ITS will discuss each exception and take one of the following actions:

3.3.1 The Vendor will withdraw the exception and meet the specification in the manner prescribed;

3.3.2 ITS will determine that the exception neither poses significant risk to the project nor undermines the intent of the procurement and will accept the exception;

3.3.3 ITS and the Vendor will agree on compromise language dealing with the exception and will insert same into the contract; or

3.3.4 None of the above actions is possible, and ITS either disqualifies the Vendor’s proposal or withdraws the award and proceeds to the next ranked Vendor.

3.4 Should ITS and the Vendor reach a successful agreement, ITS will sign adjacent to each exception which is being accepted or submit a formal written response to the Proposal Exception Summary responding to each of the Vendor’s exceptions.  The Proposal Exception Summary, with those exceptions approved by ITS, will become a part of any contract on acquisitions made under this procurement.

3.5 An exception will be accepted or rejected at the sole discretion of the State.

3.6 Prior to taking any exceptions to this procurement, ITS requests that, to the extent possible, the individual(s) preparing this proposal first confer with other individuals who have previously submitted proposals to ITS or participated in contract negotiations with ITS on behalf of their company, to ensure the Vendor is consistent in the items to which it takes exception.

4. SCORING METHODOLOGY
4.1 ITS may score proposals received using the following categories.

4.1.1 Cost

4.1.2 Value-Add 
4.2 Each of these categories is assigned a weight between one and 100.  The sum of all categories, other than Value-Add, will equal 100 possible points. An Added Value rating between 0 and 5 will be assigned based on the assessment of the selection committee.  These points will be added to the total score.

4.3 All information provided by the vendors and other information available to ITS staff will be used to evaluate the proposals.
5. INSTRUCTIONS TO SUBMIT PRODUCT AND COST INFORMATION

Please use the attached RFP Information Form to provide cost information.    Follow the instructions on the form. Incomplete forms will not be processed.

6. DELIVERY INSTRUCTIONS
6.1 Vendor must deliver his response to Jeff Jennings at ITS by Tuesday, July 31, 2007, by 3:00 P.M. (Central Time).  Responses may be delivered by hand, via regular mail, via email, or by fax.  Fax number is (601) 354-6016.  ITS WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR DELAYS IN THE DELIVERY OF PROPOSALS.  It is solely the responsibility of the vendor that proposals reach ITS on time.  Vendors should contact Jeff Jennings to verify the receipt of their proposals.  Proposals received after the deadline will be rejected.

It is understood that ITS is executing this Supplement on behalf of the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Building, located at 501 North West Street, Suite 1401-B, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 (hereinafter referred to as “BOB”), on behalf of the University of Mississippi Medical Center (hereinafter referred to as “Customer”). ITS, BOB, and Customer are sometimes collectively referred to herein as “State.” 

WHEREAS, ITS, pursuant to Request for Proposals (“RFP”) Number 3464

 REF RFPNum \* CHARFORMAT \* MERGEFORMAT 3464 requested proposals for the acquisition of a master contract containing the terms and conditions which will govern any orders placed by state agencies and institutions for inside/outside communications cabling; 

WHEREAS, the Contractor was a successful respondent in regard to RFP No. 3464; 

WHEREAS, ITS subsequently issued Letter of Configuration Number 36919 dated INSERT ISSUE DATE FOR LOCJuly 13, 2007 (hereinafter referred to as “LOC”) requesting proposals for a specific inside/outside cabling project on behalf of University of Mississippi Medical Center; and 

WHEREAS, Contractor was the successful proposer in an open, fair and competitive procurement process;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understandings, promises, consideration and agreements set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1)
This Supplement will become effective on the date it is signed by all parties and will continue in effect until all tasks required herein have been completed. Contractor agrees to complete all tasks required under this Supplement and the LOC, with the exception of warranty service and post warranty maintenance, on or before INSERT COMPLETION DATEOctober 15, 2007, or within such other period as may be agreed to by the parties.

2)
Contractor agrees to provide Customer and Customer agrees to buy as needed the items listed in the attached “Exhibit A,” which is incorporated herein and at the purchase price set forth therein, but in no event will the total compensation to be paid hereunder exceed the specified sum of $INSERT AMOUNT

 REF Amount \* CHARFORMAT \* MERGEFORMAT INSERT AMOUNT unless prior written authorization from ITS has been obtained. The parties understand and agree that this acquisition is subject to and controlled by the terms and conditions set forth in the Master Cabling Agreement. 

3)
It is agreed by the parties hereto that time is of the essence, and that in the event of a delay in the delivery and installation deadlines or delay in the satisfactory completion and acceptance of this project, damage shall be sustained by Customer. In the event of a delay as described herein, Contractor shall pay Customer, within five (5) calendar days from the date of receipt of notice, fixed and liquidated damages of one thousand dollars (INSERT AMOUNT$1,000.00) per day for each calendar day of delay caused by Contractor. Customer may offset amounts due it as liquidated damages against any monies due Contractor under this Supplement. Customer will notify Contractor in writing of any claim for liquidated damages pursuant hereto on or before the date Customer deducts such sums from money payable to Contractor. Any liquidated damages assessed are in addition to and not in limitation of any other rights or remedies of Customer.

4)
Contractor shall procure, submit to the State with this executed Supplement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of this project, a performance bond in the amount of $INSERT AMOUNT. The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document evidencing that the person executing the bond is a licensed Mississippi agent for the bonding company. This certified document shall identify the name and address of the person or entity holding the performance bond, and shall identify a contact person to be notified in the event the State is required to take action against the bond. The term of the performance bond shall be concurrent with the term of this Supplement and shall not be released to Contractor until all services required herein have been completed and accepted by Customer. The performance bond shall be procured at Contractor’s expense and be payable to Customer. Prior to approval of the performance bond, the Customer reserves the right to review the bond and require Contractor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The Contractor shall pay the premiums on such bond. The bond must specifically refer to this Project and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of this Supplement. If this Supplement is terminated due to the Contractor’s failure to comply with the terms thereof, the Customer may claim against the performance bond.

5)
As a condition precedent to the formation of the agreement between Contractor and Customer, the Contractor shall provide a payment bond as herein described. To secure the prompt payment of all persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of work under this Supplement, the Contractor shall procure, submit to the State with this executed Supplement, and maintain in effect at all times during the course of its work under this Supplement, a payment bond in the amount of $INSERT AMOUNT. The bond shall be made by a surety company which is authorized to do business in the State of Mississippi and listed on the United States Treasury Department’s list of acceptable sureties. The bond shall be accompanied by a duly authenticated or certified document identifying the name and address of the person or entity holding the payment bond, and identifying a contact person to be notified in the event action against the bond is necessary. The term of the payment bond shall be concurrent with the term of this Supplement and shall not be released to Contractor until all services required under same have been completed and accepted by Customer, and all persons supplying labor or materials in the performance of work under this Supplement have been paid in full by the Contractor. The payment bond shall be procured at Contractor’s expense and be payable to the State of Mississippi. Prior to approval of the payment bond, the State reserves the right to review the bond and require Contractor to substitute an acceptable bond in such form as the State may reasonably require. The premiums on such bond shall be paid by Contractor. The bond must specifically refer to the LOC and this Supplement and shall bind the surety to all of the terms and conditions of same and of the Master Cabling Agreement.

6)
This procurement is a component of a construction or renovation project being managed by BOB.  The completion date provided herein is a good-faith estimate based on the current project schedule. Construction delays may occur due to unforeseen circumstances outside of the State’s control that prevent the Contractor from completing some or all of the obligations for this award by the projected completion date.

7) While the Contractor will not be held responsible for delays outside its control, this award is for a turnkey solution, and payment for the products and services being acquired herein will be made upon the successful completion and acceptance of the entire solution by the State.  Should construction delays become so extensive that the delayed payment for installed equipment and services rendered becomes an extreme financial burden to the Contractor, ITS and Customer will work with the Contractor for an equitable resolution regarding partial payment. Should partial payment be deemed necessary, the State will require a holdback of some portion of the actual cost to ensure final completion of the project. The State is never, under any circumstances, able to pay for equipment or services that have not yet been received and accepted by the Customer.  

8) This Supplement will become a binding obligation on the State only upon receipt by ITS of the bonds required herein; the approval of the project by BOB, and the issuance by ITS of the CP-1 Acquisition Approval Document.

9)
Customer shall have thirty (30) calendar days to review and accept the work done and to either notify Contractor of acceptance or to provide Contractor a detailed list of deficiencies that must be remedied prior to payment being made. In the event the Customer notifies the Contractor of deficiencies, the Contractor shall correct such deficiencies within five (5) working days unless the Customer consents in writing to a longer period of time.

10)
Once the Products have been accepted by Customer, as prescribed herein, the Contractor will invoice the Customer for the invoice amount of that payment as indicated in the attached Exhibit A. Contractor shall certify that the billing is true and correct. The State may, at its sole discretion, require Contractor to submit invoices and supporting documentation electronically at any time during the term of this Supplement.  BOB agrees to pay Contractor in accordance with Mississippi law on “Timely Payments for Purchases by Public Bodies,” Sections 31-7-301, et seq. of the 1972 Mississippi Code Annotated, as amended, which generally provides for payment of undisputed amounts by the State within forty-five (45) days of receipt of the invoice. Contractor understands and agrees that the State is exempt from the payment of taxes. All payments shall be in United States currency.  Payments by state agencies that make payments through the Statewide Automated Accounting System (SAAS) shall be made and remittance information provided electronically as directed by the State.  Payments by SAAS agencies shall be deposited into the bank account of the Contractor’s choice.  No payment, including final payment, shall be construed as acceptance of defective products or incomplete work, and the Contractor shall remain responsible and liable for full performance in strict compliance with the contract documents specified in the article titled “Entire Agreement” in the Master Cabling Agreement.

11)
Acceptance by the Contractor of the last payment from BOB shall operate as a release of all claims against the State by the Contractor and any subcontractors or other persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of any work under this Supplement.

12)
It is expressly understood and agreed that the obligation of Customer to proceed under this Supplement is conditioned upon the availability of monies in the applicable State Agencies Capital Improvements Fund, as provided for by the Mississippi State Legislature via the sale of state general obligation bonds for the cost of this capital improvement.  If the funds anticipated for the fulfillment of this Supplement are not forthcoming, or are insufficient, or if there is a discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were available to Customer for the payments or performance due under this Supplement, Customer shall have the right to immediately terminate this Supplement, without damage, penalty, cost or expense to Customer of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of termination. Customer shall have the sole right to determine whether funds are available for the payments or performances due under this Supplement.

All other provisions in the underlying Master Cabling Agreement shall remain unchanged.
