The following questions were submitted to ITS and are being presented as they were submitted, except to remove any reference to a specific vendor.  This information should assist you in formulating your response.

Question:   Vendor requests DFA to provide the Serial No. of the IBM AS/400 Model 9406-600 that is being replaced, in order to migrate existing OS/400 Software Lic.. 

Response:  DFA does not feel this information is necessary in order for Vendors to respond to the LOC.  Once an award has been made, DFA will be glad to provide this information to the winning vendor.


Question:  Please define "Standard Lease"  -  Does DFA want an Operating Lease or a Captial Lease ?.    Examples are below: 

a.)  Operating Lease - Has a Fair-Market Price at the end of the lease that DFA will have to pay to own the products financed, or they can extend the lease at a reduced rate, or they can return the machine. 

            - or - 

b.)  Captial Lease      -  Has no cost at the end of the lease - the machine is abandoned to DFA (Title is passed to DFA at the end of the lease). 

            - or - 

c.)  IBM State & Local Government IPA (Installment Payment Agreement)  Just what it says - DFA pays fixed payments for term of the contract and owns title to the equipment.

Response:  DFA desires a straight lease with no accrual of value towards purchase and that will result in machine returning to vendor at end of term.  DFA would consider a trade-in allowance for their current equipment.  DFA would also like Vendor to specify who would be responsible for insurance on the leased equipment.

d.)  Is it appropriate to have the lease for hardware, software, maitnenance, etc. from IBM Global Financing (IGF) ? 

Response: As long as the vendor is the intermediary (interpreting state requirements) and DFA is not stuck with making an award to the vendor and then having to hope we can negotiate state contracting terms with a leasing firm.
