STATEMENTS OF UNDERSTANDING 
Proposed equipment must be new from the manufacturer and qualify for warranty and maintenance services.
It is the State’s intention that the hardware ship to the attention of Joseph Naegele with DPS at 1900 East Woodrow Wilson, Jackson, Mississippi 39216 on or before March 10, 2011. 
Vendor acknowledges that if awarded, it will ensure its compliance with the Mississippi Employment Protection Act, Section 71-11-1, et seq. of the Mississippi Code Annotated (Supp2008), and will register and participate in the status verification system for all newly hired employees.
