Central Mississippi Residential Center (CMRC) in Newton, Mississippi, is seeking video conferencing equipment for the Crisis Intervention Center (CIC) in Newton, Mississippi. The Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (ITS) is requesting proposals for the equipment and services described below on behalf of CMRC.   ITS is requesting quotes to purchase and install video conferencing equipment that must include five (5) video conferencing carts for telemedicine and video conferencing for these facilities. CMRC will use a PRI ISDN line at the main building for connectivity.  Pending Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Building approval, the winning vendor must complete this installation before August 21, 2006.
Our records indicate that your company currently has a valid proposal on file at ITS in response to RFP #3484 for Video Conferencing Equipment and Services.  Therefore, we are requesting your configuration assistance for the components described below.  Please submit a written response for the requested equipment and services.  Vendors must be aware that the specifications detailed below are minimum requirements.  Should a vendor choose to propose materials and/or services that exceed the requirements, it is the vendor’s responsibility to specify in what manner the proposed materials and/or services exceed the requirements.
1. GENERAL LOC INSTRUCTIONS
1.1 Beginning with Item 4.1, label and respond to each outline point as it is labeled in the Letter of Configuration (LOC).
1.2 The Vendor must respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED,” “WILL COMPLY,” or “AGREED” to each point in the LOC.
1.3 If the Vendor cannot respond with “ACKNOWLEDGED,” “WILL COMPLY,” or “AGREED,” then the Vendor must respond with “EXCEPTION.”  (See section 9 regarding Vendor exceptions.)
1.4 Where an outline point asks a question or requests information, the Vendor must respond with the specific answer or information requested.
1.5 In addition to the above, Vendor must provide explicit details as to the manner and degree to which the proposal meets or exceeds each specification.
2. GENERAL OVERVIEW
The purpose of this LOC is to solicit proposals and award this project to the lowest and best responsive vendor able to provide the necessary video conferencing equipment and services to connect the Crisis Intervention Center in Newton, East Mississippi State Hospital in Meridian, and the main campus at the Central Mississippi Residential Center in Newton.
The awarded vendor will be responsible for shipping the requested video conferencing equipment directly to Newton Crisis Intervention Center at 700 Northside Drive, Newton, MS 39345, and Central Mississippi Residential Center at 701 Northside Drive, Newton, MS 39345, and East Mississippi State Hospital at 4555 Highland Park Drive, Meridian, MS 39302. The awarded vendor will be responsible for all installation of hardware once the video conferencing equipment is at Newton and East MS State Hospital.

4. EQUIPMENT SPECIFICATIONS
4.1 Vendor is required to propose new materials.

4.2 CMRC has standardized on PolyCom equipment and will maintain that standard with this procurement.

4.3 Vendor must be an authorized reseller of the video conferencing system being proposed and must include a manufacturer authorization letter for the proposed solution.
4.4 Vendor must provide and install a total of five (5) PolyCom VSX 7000e units with PRI/T1 interface and ViewStation microphone pod.  Three (3) units must be shipped and installed at the CIC in Newton, MS at the address listed in section 2, one (1) unit in the conference room at the CIC with a document camera, and one (1) unit in each of the two telemedicine rooms at CIC.  Each unit must be a stand-alone, single monitor, video conferencing unit on a cart with a minimum 27” split screen.  Each unit must contain a microphone, an integrated main camera and a DVD recorder.  
4.5 Vendor must provide and install one (1) unit in the Conference Room at East MS State Hospital in Meridian, MS.  The unit must be a stand-alone, single monitor, video conferencing unit on a cart with a minimum 27” split screen.  The unit must contain a microphone, an integrated main camera, a document camera and a DVD recorder.
4.6 Vendor must provide and install one (1) unit in the IDT Conference Room at CMRC in Newton, MS.  The unit must be a stand-alone, single monitor, video conferencing unit on a cart with a minimum 27” split screen.  The unit must contain a microphone, an integrated main camera, a document camera and a DVD recorder.
4.7 Vendor must provide and install a total of five (5) Monitor stands (27” Atlas Series Model # 903032 or equivalent).  Three (3) must be shipped and installed at the CIC in Newton, MS, one (1) in the Conference Room at East MS State Hospital in Meridian, MS, and one (1) in the IDT Conference Room at CMRC in Newton, MS.
4.8 Vendor must provide and install a total of five (5) 27” NTSC monitors (Sony Model # KV27FS320 or equivalent).  Three (3) must be shipped and installed at the CIC in Newton, MS, one (1) in the Conference Room at East MS State Hospital in Meridian, MS,  and one (1) in the IDT Conference Room at CMRC in Newton, MS.
4.9 Vendor must provide and install a total of three (3) document cameras (Cannon RE-450X or equivalent).  One (1) must be shipped and installed in the conference room at the CIC in Newton, MS, one (1) in the Conference Room at East MS State Hospital, in Meridian, MS, and one (1) in the IDT Conference Room at CMRC in Newton, MS.
4.10 Vendor must provide and install a total of five (5) DVD recorders (Sony Model # RDRGX300 or equivalent).  Three (3) must be shipped and installed at the CIC in Newton, MS, one (1) in the Conference Room at East MS State Hospital in Meridian, MS, and one (1) in the IDT Conference Room at CMRC in Newton, MS.
4.11 Vendor must provide and install a total of two (2) Adtran Atlas 550 with one (1) quad PRI module, or two (2) dual PRI modules.  One (1) must be shipped and installed at the CIC in Newton, MS, and one (1) at East MS State Hospital in Meridian, MS.
4.12 Vendor must provide two (2) Transition Networks Stand-Alone Media Converters (or equivalent) to allow the unit in the IDT Conference Room in the CMRC to be able to connect to the Adtran Atlas 550 in the CIC for connectivity.  These converters will transfer the signal from copper to multimode (MM) fiber, and back to copper.  One (1) must be shipped and installed at the CMRC in Newton, MS, and one (1) at the CIC in Newton, MS.
4.13 Vendor must provide as an option, the price to provide and install five (5) 4 head Hi-Fi Stereo VCR/DVD player combination units (Sony Model # SLV-D350P or equivalent) each with the following requirements: multinational, PAL, NTSC, SVHS.  Three (3) would be shipped and installed at CIC in Newton, MS, one (1) in the Conference Room at East MS State Hospital in Meridian, MS, and one (1) in the IDT Conference Room at CMRC in Newton, MS.
4.14 Vendor must thoroughly and completely describe their proposed installation plan. The description must include, at a minimum, start date, finish date, # of individuals participating in the installation, hours worked (8 to 5, M-F), etc.
4.15 All equipment must support a line rate up to 2 Mbps and 60 fields per second for ISDN or IP connections.

4.16 All equipment must be H.320 and H.323 ready.

4.17 All equipment must support H. 261 and H. 264 video compression.

4.18 All equipment must support G.711, G.722, G.722.1, G.728, G.729 and G.729A audio, and provide full duplex audio.

5. SERVICE REQUIREMENTS
5.1 The vendor must install and integrate all equipment and system components.  Vendor must ensure that the proposed equipment is fully operational and performs properly.

5.2 Vendor will be responsible for replacing, restoring, or bringing to at least original condition, any damage to floors, ceilings, walls, furniture, grounds, pavements, sidewalks, etc. caused by its personnel and operations during the installation of the equipment, subject to final approval by OST. Technicians skilled in the various trades involved using materials and workmanship to match those of the original construction in type and quality must perform all repair work.
5.3 Vendor must thoroughly and completely describe their proposed installation plan. The description must include, at a minimum, start date, finish date, # of individuals participating in the installation, hours worked (8 to 5, M-F), etc.
5.4 Vendor must specify the delivery interval proposed by his/her company.  Vendor must be aware that the equipment must be installed and fully operational no later than August 21, 2006.
5.5 Equipment shall be held firmly in place with proper types of mounting hardware.  All equipment shall be installed so as to provide reasonable safety to the operator.  Vendor must supply adequate ventilation for all enclosed equipment items that produce heat.

5.6 Vendor must route all cables and wiring within cabinets in appropriate pathways.  Vendor must neatly dress and bundle all cables with industry-approved cable ties.  Shielded cables and wiring shall be continuous lengths without splices.

5.7 Vendor must furnish components, wires, connectors, materials, parts, equipment and labor as necessary for the complete installation of the system, in full accordance with recommendations of the equipment manufacturers.  Installation shall follow standard broadcast wiring and installation practice, and shall meet or exceed industry standards for such work.

5.8 Vendor must observe proper circuit polarity.  No cables shall be wired with a polarity reversal between connectors with respect to either end.  Special care shall be taken when wiring cables, to ensure that constant polarity is maintained.

5.9 Vendor must provide adequate protection to installed equipment against electrical surges.

5.10 Vendor must ensure that all systems are in first class working condition and free of short circuits, ground loops, video noise, excessive system noise, hum, RF interference, or instability of any form beyond published specifications of the equipment.

5.11 Vendor must provide owner’s manuals, manufacturers’ data sheets, and a complete equipment list, with manufacturer’s names, model numbers, serial numbers, and quantities of each item.

5.12 Vendor must provide comprehensive system schematics, showing detailed connections to all equipment, and labeling.

6. WARRANTY
6.1 A one (1)-year warranty is required on all multimedia equipment components.  If the warranty period is less than one (1) year for any components, vendor must provide a fixed cost to extend the warranty to one (1) year.  Vendor must guarantee all labor and workmanship furnished under this specification, for a period of one year.  During the one-year warranty period, the Contractor will be required to report to the site by the next business day, during the hours of 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., after receiving notice of any defective materials or workmanship, without cost to CMRC.

6.2 Vendor must provide pricing for post warranty maintenance including on-site by next business day, during the hours of 8 a.m. to 5 p.m., on a per year basis for years two through five.  Vendor must provide an option price for return to vendor/manufacture for repair or replacement on a per year basis for years two through five.
6.3 Vendor must state a fixed cost or percentage increase of proposed warranty pricing for post warranty maintenance for years two through five. Vendor must agree that in no event shall annual increases exceed the lesser of five percent (5%) or the percent of increase in the Consumer Price Index, All Urban Consumers US City Average (C.P.I.-U) for the preceding state fiscal year.
6.4 Vendor must indicate if a technical helpdesk for on-going training support will be available.
6.5 Vendor must identify the location of the nearest service center that will provide maintenance for this equipment, the number of employees located at the service center, and how support personnel will be dispatched to provide support for this equipment.
6.6 Vendor must specify the number of individuals that will be assigned to this project. Vendor must indicate the position held by each individual (technician, trainers, help desk engineer, etc.) and any certifications held by these individuals. Copies of any applicable certifications must be included in Vendor’s response.
7. REFERENCES
7.1 Vendor must provide at least three (3) references.  One (1) reference must include a completed video conferencing installation of similar size.  ITS prefers that all references be from completed and/or substantially completed jobs that closely match this request.  Reference information must include, at a minimum,

7.1.5 Length of Project

7.1.6 Brief Description of Project

7.2 References that are no longer in business cannot be used.  Inability to reach the reference will result in that reference as being deemed non-responsive.

7.3 Vendors receiving negative references may be eliminated from further consideration.

8. ADDITIONAL REQUIREMENTS
8.1 There will not be an ITS-conducted vendor conference.  Vendors may contact Donna Creekmore with CMRC at (601) 683-4304 to schedule a walk through for these locations if needed.

8.2 Vendor will invoice the Bureau of Buildings with GS #428-017.  This GS # must be used on all correspondence and invoices to the Bureau of Buildings.  The invoice must be sent to ITS for processing.
8.3 Vendor must be aware that ITS reserves the right to purchase this equipment from multiple vendors if advantageous to the State.

8.4 The State reserves the right to buy any, all, or none of the proposed components.

8.5 If any component(s) necessary for operation of the requested system is omitted from vendor’s proposal, vendor must be willing to provide the component(s) at no additional cost.  This includes, but is not limited to, all cabling, connectors, raceway, etc. necessary to render the configuration fully operational.

8.6 If vendor proposes more than one alternative, the vendor is responsible for identifying which alternative he/she believes is the best fit to meet the requirements.  A vendor may propose no more than two alternatives.

8.7 A properly executed contract is a requirement of this LOC.  After an award has been made, it will be necessary for the winning Vendor to execute a Supplement to their Master Purchase Agreement with ITS.  A standard Supplement has been attached for your review.  The inclusion of this supplement does not preclude ITS from, at its sole discretion, negotiating additional terms and conditions with the selected Vendor(s) specific to the projects covered by this LOC.  If Vendor can not comply with any term or condition of this Supplement, Vendor must list and explain each specific exception on the Proposal Exception Summary Form explained in Section 9 and attached to this LOC.  Winning vendor must be willing to sign the attached Supplement within 15 working days of the notice of award.  If the Supplement is not executed within 15 working day period, ITS reserves the right to negotiate with the next lowest and best vendor in the evaluation.
9. PROPOSAL EXCEPTIONS
9.1 Return the attached Proposal Exception Summary Form with any exceptions listed and clearly explained or state “No Exceptions Taken.”  If no Proposal Exception Summary Form is included, the Vendor is indicating that he takes no exceptions.

9.2 Unless specifically disallowed on any specification herein, the Vendor may take exception to any point within this LOC, including a specification denoted as mandatory, as long as the following are true:

9.2.1 The specification is not a matter of State law;

9.2.2 The proposal still meets the intent of the LOC;

9.2.3 A Proposal Exception Summary Form is included with Vendor’s proposal; and

9.2.4 The exception is clearly explained, along with any alternative or substitution the Vendor proposes to address the intent of the specification, on the Proposal Exception Summary Form.

9.2.5 The Vendor has no liability to provide items to which an exception has been taken.  ITS has no obligation to accept any exception.  During the proposal evaluation and/or contract negotiation process, the Vendor and ITS will discuss each exception and take one of the following actions: 

9.2.6 The Vendor will withdraw the exception and meet the specification in the manner prescribed;

9.2.7 ITS will determine that the exception neither poses significant risk to the project nor undermines the intent of the LOC and will accept the exception;

9.2.8 ITS and the Vendor will agree on compromise language dealing with the exception and will insert same into the contract;

9.2.9 None of the above actions is possible, and ITS either disqualifies the Vendor’s proposal or withdraws the award and proceeds to the next ranked Vendor.

9.2.10 Should ITS and the Vendor reach a successful agreement, ITS will sign adjacent to each exception which is being accepted or submit a formal written response to the Proposal Exception Summary responding to each of the Vendor’s exceptions.  The Proposal Exception Summary, with those exceptions approved by ITS, will become a part of any contract on acquisitions made under this LOC.

9.2.11 An exception will be accepted or rejected at the sole discretion of the State.

9.2.12 Prior to taking any exceptions to this LOC, ITS requests that, to the extent possible, the individual(s) preparing this proposal first confer with other individuals who have previously submitted proposals to ITS or participated in contract negotiations with ITS on behalf of their company, to ensure the Vendor is consistent in the items to which it takes exception.

10. SCORING METHODOLOGY
10.1 The State will use the following items to evaluate the lowest and best responder.

10.1.1 Cost

10.1.2 Reference
10.1.3 Added Value

10.2 Each of these categories is assigned a weight between one and 100.  The sum of all categories, other than Added Value, will equal 100 possible points. An Added Value rating between 0 and 5 will be assigned based on the assessment of the selection committee.  These points will be added to the total score.  All information provided by the Vendors and other information available to ITS staff will be used to evaluate the proposals.

10.3 ITS and CMRC are requesting that vendors propose any additional value-added features, products and/or services that may distinguish their company from the group and facilitate our selection process of the lowest and best proposal. ITS and CMRC will make the sole assessment of the relative merits of each added value proposal to the agency.  For example, Vendor may be awarded additional points if they have at least one (1) Certified Videoconferencing Engineer (CVE) on staff available to assist in the installation, implementation and maintenance of the videoconferencing equipment.
11. INSTRUCTIONS TO SUBMIT PRODUCT AND COST INFORMATION

Please use the attached General RFP Information Form to provide product descriptions, part numbers and cost.  Follow the instructions on the form.  Incomplete forms will not be processed.

12. DELIVERY INSTRUCTIONS

Vendors must deliver their responses to Bo Dickerson at ITS no later than 3:00 PM, Wednesday, May 31, 2006.  Proposals may be delivered by hand, via mail or by fax.  Fax number is (601) 354-6016.  ITS will not be responsible for delays in the delivery of proposals.  It is solely the responsibility of the vendor that proposals reach ITS on time.  Proposals received after the deadline will be rejected.  Vendors should contact Bo Dickerson to verify the receipt of their proposals.

This document shall serve as a Supplement to the original Master Purchase Agreement executed INSERT DATE MASTER WAS SIGNED ASK ODate "Enter the Original Master Purchase Agreement Date  (Ex. June 30, 2003)" \* MERGEFORMAT , between INSERT VENDOR NAME (hereinafter referred to as “Seller”) and Mississippi Department of Information Technology Services (hereinafter referred to as “ITS”), as contracting agent the agencies and institutions of the State of Mississippi. It is understood that ITS is executing this Supplement on behalf of the Mississippi Department of Finance and Administration, Bureau of Buildings, located at 501 North West Street, Suite 1401-B, Jackson, Mississippi 39201 (hereinafter referred to as “BOB”), on behalf of the Central Mississippi Residential Center located at 701 Northside Drive, Newton, Mississippi 39345 (hereinafter referred to as “Purchaser”). ITS, BOB, and Purchaser are sometimes collectively referred to as “State”. 

WHEREAS, ITS, pursuant to Request for Proposals (“RFP”) No. 3484 requested proposals for the acquisition of a master contract containing the terms and conditions which will govern any orders placed by state agencies and institutions for video conferencing equipment; and

WHEREAS, the Seller was a successful respondent in regard to RFP 3484; and

WHEREAS, ITS subsequently issued Letter of Configuration Number 34349 dated INSERT DATE OF PUBLICATION (hereinafter referred to as “LOC”) requesting proposals for a specific
video conferencing project on behalf of Purchaser; and
WHEREAS, Seller was the successful proposer in an open, fair and competitive procurement process to provide the video conferencing equipment and services to Purchaser;

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual understandings, promises, consideration and agreements set forth, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1)
This Supplement will become effective on the date it is signed by all parties and will continue in effect until all tasks required herein have been completed. Seller agrees to complete all tasks required under this Supplement, with the exception of warranty service and post warranty maintenance, on or before  ASK CDate "Enter the Completion Date (Ex. June 30, 2003)" \* MERGEFORMAT INSERT DATE, or within such other period as may be agreed to by the parties.

2)
This procurement is a component of a construction or renovation project being managed by BOB.  The estimated completion date provided herein is a good-faith estimate based on the current project schedule.  Construction delays may occur due to unforeseen circumstances outside of the State’s control that prevent the Seller from completing some or all of the obligations for this award by the projected completion date.  

3)
This Supplement will become a binding obligation on the State only upon the approval of the project by BOB’s Public Procurement Review Board and the issuance by ITS of the CP-1 Acquisition Approval Document.

Seller agrees to provide Purchaser and Purchaser agrees to buy as needed, the items listed in the attached “Exhibit A” which is incorporated herein and at the purchase price set forth therein. The parties understand and agree that this acquisition is subject to and controlled by the terms and conditions set forth in the Master Purchase Agreement.  

5)
To secure the Seller’s performance under this Agreement, the Seller agrees that the Purchaser shall hold back as retainage ten percent (10%) of each amount payable. The retainage amount will continue to be held until final acceptance of the system by the State.

6) Purchaser shall have thirty (30) working days to review and accept the work done during each phase and to either notify Seller of acceptance or to provide Seller a detailed list of deficiencies that must be remedied prior to payment being made. In the event the Purchaser notifies the Seller of deficiencies, the Seller shall correct such deficiencies within ten (10) working days unless the Purchaser consents in writing to a longer period of time.

7) Once the Products have been accepted by Purchaser for each phase, as prescribed herein, the Seller will invoice the Purchaser for the invoice amount of that payment as indicated in the attached Exhibit A less retainage to be withheld in accordance with the Retainage Article herein. Seller shall certify that the billing is true and correct. BOB agrees to pay Seller in accordance with Mississippi law on “Timely Payments for Purchases by Public Bodies,” Sections 31-7-301, et seq. of the 1972 Mississippi Code Annotated, as amended, which generally provides for payment of undisputed amounts by the State within forty-five (45) days of receipt of the invoice. Seller understands and agrees that Purchaser is exempt from the payment of taxes. All payments shall be in United States currency. 

8)
Acceptance by the Seller of the last payment from BOB shall operate as a release of all claims against the State by the Seller and any subcontractors or other persons supplying labor or materials used in the performance of any work under this Agreement.
9)
It is expressly understood and agreed that the obligation of Purchaser to proceed under this Agreement is conditioned upon the availability of monies in the applicable State Agencies Capital Improvements Fund, as provided for by the Mississippi State Legislature via the sale of state general obligation bonds for the cost of this capital improvement.  If the funds anticipated for the fulfillment of this Agreement are not forthcoming, or are insufficient, or if there is a discontinuance or material alteration of the program under which funds were available to Purchaser for the payments or performance due under this Agreement, Purchaser shall have the right to immediately terminate this Agreement, without damage, penalty, cost or expense to Purchaser of any kind whatsoever. The effective date of termination shall be as specified in the notice of termination. Purchaser shall have the sole right to determine whether funds are available for the payments or performances due under this Agreement.

10)
It is agreed by the parties hereto that time is of the essence, and that in the event of a delay in the delivery and installation deadlines or delay in the satisfactory completion and acceptance of this project, damage shall be sustained by Purchaser. In the event of a delay as described herein, Seller shall pay Purchaser, within five (5) calendar days from the date of receipt of notice, fixed and liquidated damages of one hundred dollars ($100.00) per day for each calendar day of delay caused by Seller. Purchaser may offset amounts due it as liquidated damages against any monies due Seller under this Supplement. Purchaser will notify Seller in writing of any claim for liquidated damages pursuant hereto on or before the date Purchaser deducts such sums from money payable to Seller. Any liquidated damages assessed are in addition to and not in limitation of any other rights or remedies of Purchaser.

11)
All other provisions in the underlying Master Purchase Agreement shall remain unchanged.  For the faithful performance of the terms of this Supplement, the parties have caused this Supplement to be executed by their undersigned representatives.
